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This is a special program designed for the student who began the Early or Late Immersion Program at the 
elementary level.  No distinction is made in Français Langue courses between early and late immersion 
students in Grades 8 - 12. Students have the opportunity to study a regular math or an honours 
mathematics course in French at all three levels. Students’  mathematical ability and teacher 
recommendation will determine the level of study (depending on their strength, and subject to their 
teacher’s recommendation.) Special permission may also be granted for students to study Applications of 
Math 10 in English. 
 
In order for a student to graduate with a bilingual certificate, s/he must successfully complete 15 of the 
courses offered in the program including Français Langue 12 which is a government-examinable course. 
These courses are conducted entirely in French. Oral participation is stressed. In Français Langue courses 
approximately 40% of the mark is based on oral work. The language training incorporates a wide range 
of experiences aimed at achieving a functional level of language mastery.

VISUAL  ART 3D 10: CERAMICS AND

This course will take you from the first steps of 
clay to advanced hand building techniques.  Stu-
dents will learn various approaches to glazing and 
finishing their ceramic art pieces.  Some works will 
be functional such as bowls, salt & pepper shakers 
and vases, other pieces will be sculptural such as 
characters in clay or those illustrating a story.  All 
students will have the opportunity to build bowls 
and cups on the potting wheel. 
 
STUDIO ARTS 10: FABRIC AND FIBRE 
‘TIE-DYE PLUS I’  is for students who have had 
little or no experience in drawing and painting but 
enjoy designing and building personal items out of 
wool, fabric, and other fibre based materials.

STUDIO ARTS 11/12: CERAMICS AND SCULPTURE  
Clay hand building techniques and (potting) wheel 
throwing is the focus of this course. It is solely de-
signed for anyone who would like to work exclu-
sively in the clay medium. Finished works range 
from simple dishware to more elaborate sculptural 
designs. 
 
 
STUDIO ARTS 11/12: FABRIC AND FIBRE 
‘TIE-DYE PLUS II’  is for students who have had 
little or no experience in drawing and painting but 
enjoy designing and building personal items out of 
wool, fabric, and other fibre based materials.  You 
will learn to make items using dye methods such as 
tie-dye, batik and silk painting; printing projects 
like silk-screening t-shirts and block printing pat-
terns to fabric; felt making, beading, and soft 
sculpture will also be introduced. 
 
INDEPENDENT DIRECTED STUDIES 12 
Prerequisite:  Any Studio Arts 11 
This course is specifically for art students who are 
developing a portfolio for a post secondary art in-
stitution.  With the guidance of the instructor, stu-
dents will be given the opportunity to work on ad-
vanced ideas, applications and imagery in art. The 
course applies to 2D (Drawing & Painting) and 3D 
(Ceramic & Sculpture/ Fabric & Fibre) art.

GLASS ART 11  
This course will provide opportunities for 
both beginner and experienced participants to 
design and create projects using various glass 
working methods. Students will learn and de-
velop the required skills to work with glass as 
they create projects such as stained-glass win-
dows and boxes, glass beads, vases, dishes, 
etc. Students are required to complete all as-
signments and design one major project of 
their choice.  Approximately 35% theory and 
65% practical. 
 

GLASS ART 12  (VISUAL ARTS AND MEDIA 
12) 
This course on working with glass is for ex-
perienced or novice students.  Beginner stu-
dents may follow the Grade 11 course for 
skill development, while experienced glass 
workers will be expected to show more initia-
tive and independence in their project selec-
tion and design.  Students will complete sev-
eral teacher directed projects to refresh/learn 
new skills and at least one major piece of the 
student’s choice and design. 

PHOTOGRAPHY 12 (VISUAL 
ARTS:MEDIA 12) 
Prerequisite: Photography 11 
This course will provide opportunities for 
experienced participants to learn and develop 
their skills.  Students will be encouraged to 
develop their own style and interests.  Stu-
dents will work specifically with digital cam-
eras and produce both black & white and col-
our photography. 
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The aim of our Business Education/IT Department 
is to help students understand the interconnected-
ness of jobs, work, and the individual’s place in the 
national and global economy.  Students will de-
velop skills that they can apply in their daily lives, 
and enhance their employability skills. The depart-
ment mission is to provide “ real skills for the real 
world.”  
 
DESKTOP PUBLISHING 11  
Open to Grade 10-12 students 
Desktop Publishing 11 is aimed at helping students 
learn the principles of layout and design, and ex-
ploring the technology needed to create profes-
sional, quality looking documents. These docu-
ments include business cards, letterhead, bro-
chures, newsletters, poster advertisements, and 
magazine layouts. Students will learn the basics of 
graphic design, copywriting, typography, and col-
our theory. Students will also be given the opportu-
nity to create and maintain their own blog and con-
tribute content to the school website - 
www.earlmarriott.com. Software used includes 
Adobe InDesign, and Adobe Photoshop. Students 
in Grade 10 may alsos take Desktop Publishing 11.   
 
DESKTOP PUBLISHING 12  
Prerequisite:  Desktop Publishing 11 
Desktop Publishing 12 allows students to further 
their skills in the area of desktop publishing. This 
course requires that students have previously taken 
Desktop Publishing 11. Students will be given the 
opportunity to explore the career of freelance 
graphic designer with an emphasis on desktop pub-
lishing. Software utilized in this course includes 
Adobe Illustrator, Adobe InDesign and Adobe 
Photoshop. 
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ICT: DIGITAL  MEDIA DEVELOPMENT 11  
Open to Grade 10-12 students 
Digital Media 11 allows students to pursue an avenue of 
learning related to both the technical and artistic side of 
digital media development. Modules will include 2D/3D 
graphic design, animation, correction & manipulation of 
digital photography, web design and advanced digital 
video editing. Software utilized in this course includes 
The Adobe Creative Suite (Flash, Fireworks, Dream-
weaver, Photoshop) Text Wrangler, and Apple Final 
Cut Studio, Students in Grade 10 may also take Digital 
Media 11. 
 
ICT: DIGITAL  MEDIA DEVELOPMENT 12 
Prerequisite:  Digital Media Development 11 
 
Digital Media 12 allows students to further their skills 
in the area of digital media development. This course 
requires that students have previously taken Digital Me-
dia 11. Like Digital Media 11, emphasis is placed on 
both the technical and artistic side of digital media de-
velopment. Students will also be given the opportunity 
to explore the career of freelance graphic designer. Soft-
ware utilized in this course includes The Adobe Crea-
tive Suite (Flash, Fireworks, Dreamweaver, Photoshop), 
Text Wrangler, and Apple Final Cut Studio. 
 
ICT: COMPUTER PROGRAMMING 11 
Prerequisite:  None 
Open to Grade 10-12 students 
 
Programming 11 has been designed to introduce stu-
dents to computer programming and covers a wide vari-
ety of programming languages. It gives students insight 
into the skills needed to go on to a career in Software 
and Game Development. This course will extensively 
utilize Apple©s integrated development environment 
(IDE) Xcode to explore such programming languages as 
C++ and Java. Other languages studied include HTML, 
CSS (Cascading Style Sheets), ActionScript, and PHP. 
Students in Grade 10 may also take Programming 11. 
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ICT: COMPUTER PROGRAMMING 12 
Prerequisite:  Computer Programming 11 
Computer Programming 12 allows students to fur-
ther their skills in the area of computer program-
ming. This course requires that students have previ-
ously taken Computer Programming 11. Students 
will be given the opportunity to explore the career of 
computer programmer by developing their own 
mock programming firm.  
 
MARKETING 11 
Marketing 11 is a course where students learn both 
the practical and theoretical side of the Marketing 
industry. Applying Marketing theory and concepts, 
the student will apply these skills to market our 
school, Earl Marriott. Students will embark on a se-
mester long Marketing Project where they will de-
sign and implement a marketing plan for a School 
team, Club or Department. This course is for the in-
novative and creative student who wants to experi-
ence the real world of Marketing. 
 
MARKETING 12 
Prerequisite:  Marketing 11 recommended 
Marketing 12 is a course where the student assumes 
a leadership role as part of a marketing team. Build-
ing on the concepts delivered in Marketing 11, stu-
dents will apply marketing theory and concepts to-
wards our Marketing objective of promoting our 
school, Earl Marriott, in a semester long project. In 
addition, they will market a school-wide event in or-
der to raise money for a school-based charity. This 
course is suited for students who are interested in 
marketing and sales as a career. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 

 
 
 
 
ENTREPRENEURSHIP 12  
This course is suited for those students who want to 
learn how to attain financial freedom for them-
selves in the future.

Topics of study include: i) how to finance, 
grow and manage a business venture, ii) the basics 
of cash flow management and investing, and iii) 
personal and financial success secrets of famous 
entrepreneurs & researchers.

Courses Offered: 

DRAMA 10: GENERAL  
Drama 10 is an extension of the skills and activities 
introduced in Drama 9. In a supportive, safe envi-
ronment, actors will learn theatre skills through 
scene creation, script analysis, character develop-
ment, improvisation, mask and scene performance.  
 

DRAMA 10:  TECHNICAL  THEATRE 
This course is an introduction to the technical as-
pects of theatre. Topics include theatre back-
ground, design, set construction, scene painting, 
properties, lighting, sound, stage and house man-
agement.  Students will gain practical experience 
by working on technical crews for school and/or 
community productions.  Students must be capable 
of working independently. 

 
MUSICAL  THEATRE:  10 /11 /12 
(THEATRE PERFORMANCE) 
Musical Theatre is comprised of three major 
areas of study: vocal production, choreogra-
phy and acting.  In this class students study 
various musical theatre styles.  Areas of de-
velopment will include vocal technique, char-
acter building, and stage presence. 
 
THEATRE PERFORMANCE 11: ACTING   
Acting 11 is an exciting, creative course 
where students develop acting skills in a safe, 
non-threatening environment.  Through the 
rehearsal and performance of movement 
scenes, radio plays, play building, mono-
logues, and one act plays students develop 
technique and performance confidence. Stu-
dents are expected to audition for Theatre 
Company plays. 
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THEATRE PERFORMANCE 12: ACTING 
Prerequisite: Acting 11  
Acting 12 is an extension of work developed in Act-
ing 11 with students expected to take more leader-
ship roles in class activities. Students are expected to 
audition for Theatre Company plays, develop acting 
skills in a safe, non-threatening environment. 
Through the rehearsal and performance of movement 
scenes, radio plays, play building, monologues, and 
one act plays, students develop technique and per-
formance confidence. Students are expected to audi-
tion for Theatre company plays. 
 
 
THEATRE PERFORMANCE 11: DIRECTING AND 
SCRIPT DEVELOPMENT  
Prerequisite: Drama 10 
Learn the fundamentals of writing and directing 
through play building, the creating of monologues, 
scenes and one act plays. Students may choose to 
specialize in directing or script development. 
 
THEATRE PERFORMANCE 12: DIRECTING  
AND SCRIPT DEVELOPMENT  
Prerequisite:  Directing and Script Development 11 
or Drama 10 is highly recommended 
This course extends work begun in Directing and 
Script Development 11. Students must be self-
motivated, self-directed, and be prepared to be good 
role models for others.  This is an excellent opportu-
nity to develop leadership skills while exploring the 
vast parameters of theatre production. Students will 
direct an in-class one-act play, and are encouraged to 
direct for our student festival. 
 
THEATRE PRODUCTION 11: STAGECRAFT 
Prerequisite:  None, open to 11, 12 students 
This course is an introduction to the technical aspects 
of theatre. Topics include theatre background, de-
sign, set construction, scene painting, properties, 
lighting, sound, stage and house management. Stu-
dents will gain practical experience by working on 
technical crews for school and/or community produc-
tions. Students must be capable of working inde-
pendently. 
 
 
 
 
 

THEATRE PRODUCTION 12  
TECHNICAL  THEATRE 
Prerequisite:  Theatre Production 11 
This course extends skills developed in Stage-
craft 11. The student just be highly motivated, 
self-directed and capable of leading and in-
structing others.  The student will be a crew 
chief for lighting, sound, props or stage man-
age theatre company productions. 
 
THEATRE PRODUCTION 12 
THEATRE MANAGEMENT 
Prerequisite:  Theatre Production 11 
This course builds on skills developed in 
Stagecraft 11 with students taking on the duties 
of production manager, stage manager, house 
manager, or technical director. 
 
DRAMA: FILM  AND TELEVISION 11/12  
In Film and Television 11/12 students will pro-
duce their own original short films in various 
styles. Areas of study include: film analysis 
(definition and recognition of production ele-
ments), film and television history, acting for 
the camera, writing for film, production roles 
and jobs in the industry. We will also study a 
variety of selected film makers and their artis-
tic styles.   
 
THEATRE COMPANY 11/12 
Prerequisite: Drama 8, 9, 10 or 
Acting 11 and audition or interview 
This course is designed to give students pro-
duction experience in acting, directing and/or 
technical duties.  Students are involved in 
every aspect of the production from audition to 
closing night in one-act and mainstage plays. 
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ENGLISH 11 HONOURS 
Prerequisite: English 10 C+ or better 
English 11 Honours is a course intended to chal-
lenge those students who are interested in literature 
and who expect to further their studies beyond sec-
ondary school. Topics covered include the core cur-
riculum of English 11, but encompass more depth 
of writing and enriched reading. This course is an 
ideal introduction of English 12 Advanced Place-
ment and also an excellent introduction of Litera-
ture 12. 
 
COMMUNICATIONS 12 
Prerequisite: English 11 or Communications 11 
Communications 12, an alternative to English 12, is 
designed for students not proceeding directly to 
university or a university transfer program. Like 
English 12, it integrates the skills of reading, writ-
ing, oral communication, viewing and representing. 
It is intended to develop and enhance students’  ap-
preciation of literature and language. The activities 
and resources are increasingly more sophisticated, 
but are carefully selected to appeal to the range of 
students’  interests and abilities.

·  Students will read for a variety of purposes and 

demonstrate understanding of short stories, nov-
els, poetry, drama, and non-fiction. 

·  Oral communication skills develop an awareness 
and appreciation of audience, purpose and con-
text. 

·  In viewing, students will study techniques used 
to convey meaning in visual and mass media. 

·  Students select and create a variety of represen-
tational forms to assist in the development and 
expression of ideas. 

·  Students write a government examination for 
this course. 60% of the final grade is determined 
by the mark achieved during the term and 40% 
by the government exam. 

 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 

ENGLISH 10/11/12 
Through the integration of reading, writing, oral 
communication, viewing and representing, English 
10 is designed to develop students’  skills and appre-
ciation of literature and language. 
·   The activities and resources are selected to  
     appeal to a range of interests and abilities. 
·  Students will read for a variety of purposes, dem-

onstrate interpretive understanding and critically 
analyze short stories, novels, poetry,        drama 
(e.g. Shakespeare play), and non-fiction. 

·  In writing, students will write in a variety of for  
mats, employing all stages of the writing process: 
pre-writing, drafting, editing, proofreading, and 
publishing. Emphasis will be on multi-paragraph 
composition mastery. 

·  Oral communication skills will develop a critical 
awareness and appreciation of audience, purpose 
and  context. 

·  In viewing, students will identify, analyze, and in-
terpret techniques used to convey meaning in vis-
ual and mass media. 

·  Students select and create a variety of representa-
tional forms to assist in the expression, develop-
ment and extension of ideas. 

·  Students in Grade 10 write a government examina-
tion for this course.  Eighty percent of the final 
grade is determined by the mark achieved during 
the term and twenty percent by the provincial 
exam. 

·  Students in Grade 12 write a government examina-
tion. 60% of the final grade is determined by the 
mark achieved during the term and 40% by the 
government exam. 

 
COMMUNICATIONS 11 
Prerequisite: Recommendation by English 10 teacher 
Communications 11, an alternative to English 11, is 
designed for students not proceeding directly to uni-
versity or a university transfer program. Like English 
11, it integrates the skills of reading, writing, oral 
communication, viewing and representing but at a 
more fundamental level. It is intended to develop and 
enhance students’  appreciation of literature and lan-
guage.  
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ENGLISH 12 PLUS ADVANCED PLACEMENT: 
L ITERATURE AND COMPOSITION 
Prerequisite: English 11 Honours or ‘B’  
or ‘A’  in English 11, or English 11 teacher’s  
recommendation 
English 12 Advanced Placement is intended for 
students with special interest and ability in English, 
who have strong work habits and who are planning 
to attend university.  
Success in AP can lead to advanced credit for first 
year courses in English, with a strong mark in the 
AP exam. 
 English 12 A.P is a two semester course. Students 
take Literature 12 Honours semester one  and write 
the Literature 12 provincial exam in January; se-
mester two AP students take English 12 Honours, 
writing the A.P. exam in May the English 12 pro-
vincial exam in June. Students receive credit for 
English 12 Honours, Literature 12 and English 12 
A.P., Literature and Composition. The course pro-
vides intensive study of representative literary 
works from several genres and periods, literary 
analysis and composition.  
 

  
ENGLISH ELECTIVESENGLISH ELECTIVES  

 

Students are encouraged to take a writing course in 
Grades 10, 11 or 12. Additional instruction and 
practice in composition will improve students’  
writing proficiency and increase chances for their 
future success. 
 
WRITING 9/10 
In this course, students will explore various types 
of writing, including short story, poetry, and nov-
els, with the aim of submitting their work to maga-
zines, newspapers, and publishing houses. Each 
year the course will provide different writing op-
portunities ranging from novel to screen writing. 
To do well, students should have a strong interest 
in writing and be prepared to work hard revising it. 
They should have few problems with basic English 
and word processing skills would be a definite as-
set. Students may be asked to submit a portfolio of 
recent work for admittance to the course. There are 
no tests in this course. 
 
 

WRITING 11/12 (Creative) 
The emphasis of this course is to develop the craft 
of writing in such areas as: short stories, poetry, 
novels, nonfiction articles, creative nonfiction, 
stage and screen plays. Each year the course will 
provide different writing opportunities, but stu-
dents may choose to continue work on a project 
(such as a novel) through Writing 11 and 12. The 
course will include several workshops for students’  
writing and may include guest speakers and field 
trips. Students are encouraged to enter at least two 
writing contests and have work submitted for pub-
lication. The final project will be a writing portfo-
lio, in which students will put selections of their 
revised work from the semester. There are no ex-
ams in this course, but there will be several writing 
assignments. 
 
L ITERATURE 12 
Prerequisite: English 11 
Literature 12 is an enriched survey study of the 
great authors and poets from the Anglo Saxon Beo-
wulf up to modern authors like Atwood.  Literature 
12  has an optional provincial examination worth 
40% of students’  final mark. While the course is 
strongly recommended for English 11 Honours stu-
dents, it is open to any senior English students and 
not restricted to “A”  and “B”  scholars. Anyone 
with a love of literature and an enjoyment of poetry 
and prose who is willing to reread the “great 
works”  each night following daily class discussions 
will find some success. This course emphasizes 
enhanced understanding of how such writers as 
Chaucer, Shakespeare, Wordsworth, Shelly, Ten-
nyson, Austen, and Yeats are reflections of their 
various literary periods.  
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FOODS AND NUTRITION 10 
The theme of this course is “A Trip Around the 
World” . Students ‘ travel’  across Canada, to 
Europe, Africa, Asia, the South Pacific and Latin 
America preparing foods and learning about nutri-
tional, cultural, political, social, and safety issues 
related to the food we eat. Students learn: 
 

·  Basic to more advanced cookery principles and 
food preparation techniques. 

·  Safety and sanitation in the kitchen. 
·  To make nutritionally balanced meals. 
·  To make informed decisions about food pur-

chases and consumption. 
·  Foodsafe Certification offered. 
 
FOODS AND NUTRITION 11  
Food for Healthy Independent Living is the theme 
for this course. The focus is on understanding food 
preparation principles and techniques, evaluating 
food products and the art of food presentation. This 
course prepares students for the approximately 
70,000 meals they will eat in a lifetime.  Students 
learn: 
 
·  Meal planning and food preparation. 
·  The interrelationships among diet, health and 

fitness. 
·  Cultural and technological influences on food 

availability selection, and presentation. 
·  Food safety and sanitation. 
·  Food artistry eg. garnishes, cake decoration, and 

preservation of food. 
 
 

 

EARL MARRIOTT’S MARKET CAFÉ 11/12 
Do you enjoy cooking? Are you an aspiring chef? 
Would you like to gain experience in the culinary 
field? If you answered yes to any of these ques-
tions consider enrolling full-time or part-time in 
Earl Marriott’s very own Market Café. Not only 
will you prepare food for the school population but 
you will have an opportunity to create healthy food 
products from local sources, while increasing 
knowledge through hands on experience about our 
local food system. The courses include: 
 
·  Introduction to local food products, the peo-

ple who produce them, and the agricultural 
settings found locally within our community, 
region, and province. 

·  Enhancement of student skill and knowledge 
in areas of food production, reception, proc-
essing, and serving. 

·  Building community partnerships in order to 
finance school site projects such as gardens, 
greenhouses, composting stations, etc.  

 
Students may take up to 4 courses of Market Café. 
Entrance into the course will require a brief  
interview process along with a reference from a  
previous Home Economics teacher or relevant 
work experience. Please feel free to contact 
Mr. Clift with any questions you may have about 
the course. 
 
FOODS AND NUTRITION 12 
Prerequisite: Food Studies 11 or permission of 
instructor 
This course is designed for students who are inter-
ested in developing advanced food preparation 
skills with an emphasis on ethnic diversity and 
global concerns.  
Students learn: 

·  Advanced food preparation techniques and 
 principles. 
·  Current nutritional issues and concerns. 
·  Globe trotting cuisine. 
·  Career choices related to food studies. 
·     Social and economic issues related to food 
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HOME ECONOMICS 10: TEXTILES 
This clothing construction course will emphasize 
beginning to intermediate sewing skills and the lat-
est techniques for creating fashions that are current 
and in vogue. Topics will include textile fundamen-
tals, ethnic and historical influences on today’s fash-
ion, fabric embellishment and creating clothing and 
toys for young children. Students learn: 
·  Basic to advanced clothing construction tech-

niques. 
·  To use sergers and coverstitch machines. 
·  Embellishment by hand and machine. 
·  Principles and elements of design in fashion. 
·  Wardrobe planning and clothing care. 
 
 

TEXTILE &  FASHION STUDIES 10/11/12 
This is a clothing construction course that offers stu-
dents an opportunity to develop sewing skills by cre-
ating clothing that is unique and personal. The 
course includes topics such as textile fundamentals, 
consumerism, and the historical and cultural influ-
ences in clothing. Students learn: 
·  Clothing construction techniques using sewing ma-

chines and sergers. 
·  Properties and construction techniques for various 

textile fibres and fabrics. 
·  Embellishment. 
·  Wardrobe planning and accessorizing. 
·  To make informed decisions related to clothing 

choices. 
 
FASHION DESIGN &  PATTERN MAKING 11 
Prerequisite: Textile Studies 11 or 12 
This course is designed for students interested in a) 
learning to use and modify commercial patterns b) 
sewing and constructing fashionable clothing, and 
accessories and c) applying principles of art and de-
sign in creating and embellishing clothing.  Students 
learn: 
·  Clothing and construction techniques using sewing 

machines and sergers. 
·  Pattern use and simple flat pattern modification manu-

ally and on computers. 
·  Elements and principles of fashion design and sewing. 
·  To create garments with individual style and flair. Ca-

reer choices related to fashion design and merchandis-
ing. 

 
 
 
 

 

FASHION DESIGN 12: Tailor ing 
Prerequisite: Fashion Design and Pattern Making 11 
This course is designed for students interested in 
a) learning to do flat pattern design on computers, 
b) learning advanced sewing and construction 
techni- 
ques and applying principles of art and design in 
creating and embellishing clothing. Students learn: 
·  Advanced clothing construction techniques and tai-

loring using sewing machines and sergers. 
·  Pattern use and flat pattern design. 
·  Elements and principles of fashion design and sew-

ing. 
·  Career choices related to fashion design and mer-

chandising 
 
FAMILY STUDIES 11 
This course focuses on “Sociology of the Family”  
and the reciprocal relationships among self, family 
and society. Students study how families function 
in society and how contemporary issues in society 
affect family life. Students learn about: 
·  Human relationships and families 
·  Social issues that affect individuals and families in 

Canada. 
·  Family resource management. 
·  Human growth and development 
 throughout the life cycle. 
·  Nurturing children. 
 
FAMILY STUDIES 12 
Prerequisite: Family Studies 11, Psychology 11 
or permission of the instructor 
An advanced course in the sociology of the family, 
Family Studies builds on family sociology focus-
sing on how human interaction is affected by 
changing societal, economic and technological 
conditions. Knowledge and skills learned may be 
applied to careers in counselling, social work, 
health care, education and other human services 
professions. Students may also continue their ex-
ploration of human and family relationships by 
pursuing post secondary courses in social sciences. 
Students learn about: 
·  Factors affecting family relationships. 
·  Global issues affecting families 
·  Caregiving for a variety of age groups. 
·  Impact of family resource management practices. 
·  Independent living, marriage and parenting. 
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TOURISM  11 
Tourism is the fastest growing industry in B.C. In this 
course, students explore local and provincial tourism 
through classroom activities and videos.  Students earn 
the following three industry-accepted certificates: Super 
Host Fundamentals, Food Safe Level 1, and Visitor Infor-
mation Counsellor.     
Students will run their own tourism company.  All certifi-
cates are useful for current jobs and future career oppor-
tunities. 
 
TOURISM  12 
Prerequisite:  Tourism 11 
Tourism 12 is a mostly online, yet instructor interactive, 
course which lets students explore the theory they learned 
in Tourism 11 and put it into use.  
 

Tourism 12 also allows students to expand on their 
knowledge on the different facets of tourism and provides 
them with real life experiences that are transferable to a 
future career in this multi-directional industry. Complet-
ing Tourism 11 is highly recommended before taking this 
course as students should have Food Safe, Superhost, and 
Tourism Information Counsellor certificates before em-
barking upon this course.

Mathematics  
Impor tant Questions and Answers for  Parents and Students about new Math Pathways and new 
Math Courses coming to your  high school star ting in September 2010 and beyond 
 
“ What are the new Pathway Names and what is in them?”  
Each pathway is designed to provide students with the mathematical understandings, rigour and critical-
thinking skills that have been identified for specific post-secondary programs of study and for direct entry 
into the work force. The content of each pathway has been based on the Western and Northern Canadian 
Protocol (WNCP) which governs curriculum in the Western Provinces and Northern Territories. There 
are three pathways of courses to consider: 
 
Apprenticeship and Workplace Mathematics (Courses at grade 10, 11 and 12) 
This pathway is specifically designed to provide students with the mathematical understandings and criti-
cal-thinking 
skills identified for entry into the majority of trades at post secondary and for direct entry into the work 
force. Topics 
include algebra, geometry, measurement, number, statistics and probability. 
 
Foundations of Mathematics (Courses at grade 11 and 12) 
This pathway is designed to provide students with the mathematical understandings and critical-thinking 
skills identified for post-secondary studies in programs that do not require the study of theoretical calcu-
lus like Economics, Geography, Arts or Humanities. Topics include financial mathematics, geometry, 
measurement, number, logical reasoning, relations and functions, and statistics and probability. Most stu-
dents will choose this pathway. 
 
Pre-calculus (Courses at grade 11 and 12) 
This pathway is designed to provide students with the mathematical understandings and critical-thinking 
skills identified for entry into post-secondary programs that require the study of theoretical calculus like 
Sciences or Engineering. Topics include algebra and number, measurement, relations and functions, trigo-
nometry, permutations, combinations and binomial theorem. A small number of students will choose this 
pathway because of the higher-level topics included in it.  
 
“ Which Math course is best suited to my child?”  
 
While there is no “ rule”  about which Math course is right for each student, the decision can be made eas-
ier by thinking about your child’s ability in Math, his/her interest in Math, and his/her future education 
and career plans. The new courses have been designed to facilitate student success after high school. For 
example: If your child has worked hard in Math 8 or 9, enjoys working on projects or “hands-on”  activi-
ties, or intends to pursue a trade or technical job after high school, then choose the Apprenticeship and 
Workplace pathway. 
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If your child has worked hard in Math 8 or 9, enjoys working on projects or “hands-on”  activities, or is 
planning further study in the Social Sciences like Economics, Geography, Psychology, Arts or Humani-
ties at post secondary, then the Foundations pathway will be the best choice. 
 
If your child has been very successful in Math 8 and 9, enjoys the challenges of Math, and is thinking 
about future education or a career that involves Sciences or Engineering at a university, then starting the 
Pre-Calculus pathway will be the best choice. 
 
Your child’s education choices after high school depends, in part, on the courses he/she takes in high 
school. To find out more information about each pathway option, please talk to your child’s Principal, 
counsellor and math teacher as well as visit www.wncp.ca for more curriculum information. 
 Parents need to remember that grade 10 has ONLY two courses but there are three pathways in 
grade 11 to 12.   Students who choose grade 10 Apprenticeship and Workplace cannot move to the 
Foundations stream easily. 
New Math Pathways and Courses://le 
“ What’s the difference between Apprenticeship and Workplace, Foundations and Pre-Calculus 
compared to Essentials, Applications and Pr inciples that we are used to now?”  
As you can see, the course names have changed, but there is more than that! The content covered in each 
course has also changed. The content comes from WNCP (a collaboration of Ministries of Education 
from western provinces and territories) and WNCP has restructured Math instruction from K-12.  Ele-
mentary students are already working on WNCP topics in their Math courses. Secondary courses need to 
change now so the whole structure is more consistent across grades and across provinces.  These 
changes have been made purposefully to achieve consistent delivery of curriculum from K-12.  Students 
will experience new course names, new course content in different grades and a change in focus towards 
math topic understanding as well as procedural math understanding. 
 
“ Can my daughter  get into University or  College without taking Pre-Calc 11 or  12?”  
Yes! There are many different combinations of courses and programs that will allow a 
student to go to college or university. The specific Math courses that are required by colleges and uni-
versities depend entirely on the program a student wants to enter. Some entrance requirements include 
calculus math courses (courses from the Precalculus pathway) and others do not require calculus courses 
(courses from the Foundations pathway).   I t is crucial that you check the university or  college web-
site to find out which specific courses are needed for  entry and what marks are needed in those 
courses.  
 
 “ Is there still going to be a Provincial Exam in the new Grade 10 courses?”  
Yes! The new grade 10 pathway courses starting in Sept. 2010 will have a Provincial exam that counts 
for 20% of the student’s overall course mark. This is the same breakdown for exam and school mark as 
the current math 10 courses.  The exams will include a computation section  without the use of a calcula-
tor as well as a calculator -allowed section. The exams will still include multiple choice questions but 
will now also include problem solving 
questions that are required to be assessed from the new curriculum.  Students will be able to access sam-
ple  exams for these new courses from:  http://www.bced.gov.bc.ca/exams/ 
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“ My daughter  wants to study University Chemistry but her  teacher  has suggested 
Foundations … What should we do?”  
While Pre-Calculus 11 or 12 will be required for University Science and Engineering programs, it is 
important to understand the reason for the teacher’s recommendation for Foundations. Foundations 
may have been suggested because your child found the Foundations and Pre-Calc 10 course very 
challenging. The teacher is concerned that your daughter will be challenged by the content in the  
Pre-Calc pathway in grade 11 and/or 12. It may also be that your child’s learning style is more suited 
to a less theory-based course like in the Foundations pathway.  Parents should review the prerequisite 
courses required for individual institutions. With new courses starting for September, there will be 
institutions that accept the Foundations stream courses for entry to programs instead of just Pre-Calc 
11 and/or 12. 
 
“ What happens if we change our  mind about the pathway decision that we 
made before the star t of this year?”  
Because the three pathways were designed to give students different skills, attitudes and 
knowledge for different career and post secondary paths, they were not designed specifically to allow 
for lateral movement between pathways. As a result, schools will not be suggesting students move 
from one pathway to another once a choice has been made and a student is working in one pathway’s 
courses. The pathway courses contain different content and were designed in such a way that stu-
dents could take courses in more than one pathway if desired. Taking more than one math course is 
not unusual in other parts of Canada. It is a newer idea in British Columbia but this would give a stu-
dent the most available opportunities at post secondary institutions. There are other options as well. 
If, after high school, your son or daughter changes career paths and realizes that he/she needs  
Pre-Calc 11 or 12 instead of the Foundations courses taken, colleges and universities will offer these 
or equivalent courses for upgrading.  Your son/daughter should choose the courses that best fit his/
her current math interest and best fit his/her current post secondary direction! 
 
What are the Goals of the New Pathways?”  
The goals of all three pathways are to provide prerequisite attitudes, knowledge, skills and math con-
cept understandings for specific post-secondary programs or direct entry into the work force.  All 
three pathways provide students with mathematical understandings and critical-thinking skills. It is 
the choice of topics through which those understandings and skills are developed that varies among 
pathways. When choosing a pathway, students should consider their interests, both current and future 
and their plans after high school. Students will be exposed to more problem solving as a way of 
learning and practicing math concepts.  The pathways and courses were designed to prepare students 
to solve problems in real life more confidently.  All three pathways were designed to clearly commu-
nicate high expectations for students’  mathematical learning in grades 10, 11 and 12 
 
“ Which pathway is most suitable for  the major ity of students to be studying in grades 11 and 
12?”  
The most challenging pathway for students will be the highly theoretical Pre-Calculus 11 and 12 
pathway. It leads to university level post secondary Calculus courses for Sciences and Engineering 
(where only a small number of students are successful in enrolling). The majority of students will 
choose the less theoretical Foundations pathway for their high school studies. 
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ESSENTIALS OF MATHEMATICS 11  
Prerequisite:  Essentials of Mathematics 10 / 
Applications of Mathematics 10 
It is expected that students will use a variety of 
methods to solve real-life, practical, 
technical and theoretical problems.  Topics include 
problem solving techniques, measurements, data 
analysis, income and budgeting, business finance, 
investment, loans, insurance and cost of housing. 
 
APPLICATIONS OF MATHEMATICS 11  
Prerequisite:  Applications of Mathematics 10 / 
Principles of Mathematics 10 
This course involves solving various financial prob-
lems; analyzing expressions, equations and inequali-
ties; solving optimization problems; using technol-
ogy to analyze various functions; demonstrate an 
understanding of scale factors; apply the geometric 
properties of circles; and analyze graphs or charts of 
given situations. There is an emphasis on doing pro-
jects to demonstrate understanding. Students will 
require a graphing calculator. 
 

PRINCIPLES OF MATHEMATICS 11 / 11 HONOURS 
Prerequisite:  67% in Principles of Math 10 / 10H 
or 
Principles of Math 10 + Applications of Math 11 
This course begins the study of functions including 
linear, quadratic, polynomial, radical, absolute value 
and rational. As well, it extends the study of trigo-
nometry and geometry. A graphing calculator is re-
quired. 
 
PRINCIPLES OF MATHEMATICS 12 / 12 HONOURS  
Recommended:  67% in Principles of 
Mathematics 11 / 11 H 
Course content covers transformations, conic sec-
tions, logarithms, sequence and series, trigonometry 
and probability and statistics.  A graphing calculator 
is required. 
The Provincial exam is an optional exam, but is rec-
ommended for students wishing to go to college and 
university.

APPRENTICE AND WORKPLACE  
 MATHEMATICS 10 (AWM 10) 
Required Provincial Exam 
Prerequisite: Mathematics 9  
 
Description: This pathway is designed to provide 
students with the mathematical understandings and 
critical-thinking skills identified for entry into the 
majority of trades and for direct entry into the work 
force.   
Topics: Problem solving, number, algebra, geome-
try, and measurement.

FOUNDATIONS OF MATHEMATICS AND 
PRE-CALCULUS  10 (FMPC 10) 
Required Provincial Exam 
Prerequisite: Mathematics 9 
 
Description: This pathway is designed to provide 
students with the mathematical understandings and 
critical-thinking skills identified for post-secondary 
studies.  This course leads to either Foundations of 
Mathematics 11 or Pre-Calculus 11. 
 
Topics: Algebra and number, functions and rela-
tions, and measurement.  The seven mathematical 
processes (communication, connections, mental 
mathematics and estimation, problem solving, tech-
nology and visualization) are interwoven through-
out the mathematical topics. 
Final Examination: Provincial Exam, 20% of final 
mark  
Required Equipment: Scientific Calculator.  Rec-
ommended :  TI83 or TI84 Graphing Calculator 
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CALCULUS 
Calculus is an elective math course at the Grade 12 
level. Calculus is a required component of many post
-secondary programs in the sciences, business, tech-
nology, nursing, etc.  It is highly recommended for 
students planning on taking a post-secondary Calcu-
lus course to first experience the concepts at the high 
school level.  See the course description section for 
the two choices of Calculus course. 
 
CALCULUS 12  
Prerequisite:  Principles of Mathematics 12 
This course is designed to prepare students for uni-
versity Calculus. It is strongly recommended for stu-
dents who’s post secondary programs will require 
first year Calculus. The course will include both dif-
ferential and integral Calculus topics. 
 
ADVANCED PLACEMENT CALCULUS  
Prerequisite:  73% in Principles of Mathematics 12 
Successful completion of this course gives the stu-
dent credit for first year Calculus at most universi-
ties. Students will write the AP exam in May. 
 
ADVANCED PLACEMENT STATISTICS 
Math Stats 
Prerequisite: 73% in Principles of Math 10 
The purpose of the AP course in statistics is to intro-
duce students to the major concepts and tools for col-
lecting, analyzing, and drawing conclusions from 
data. Students are exposed to four broad conceptual 
themes. 
1. Exploring  Data: describing patters and depar-

tures from patterns 
2. Sampling and Experimental: planning and con-

ducting a study 
3. Anticipating Patterns: Exploring random phe-

nomena using probability and simulation. 
4. Statistical Inference: Estimating population 

parameters and testing hypotheses 
 
Students who successfully complete the course and 
exam may receive credit, advanced placement, or 
both for a one-semester introductory college statistics 
course. 
The course is offered to strong math students in 
grades 11 and 12 who are planning to pursue studies 
in math, science, social sciences (i.e. psychology), or 
business. 

 
The principal goal of the Language program at 
EMS is to develop communication skills so that 
students will have the desire and ability to express 
themselves in real-life situations.  Students should 
be aware that a grade 11 language is a prerequisite 
for most universities, and that a grade 12 language 
course is required for certain University programs. 
All languages have an optional Grade 12 Provin-
cial Exam worth 40% of the final mark. 
 
FRENCH 10 
Prerequisite: French 9 
French 10 builds upon acquired knowledge, skills 
and attitudes and offers its students an excellent 
opportunity to experience the power of authentic 
interaction in French. Students increase their abili-
ties to communicate effectively in French 
(listening, speaking, reading and writing) in explo-
ration of age-appropriate themes. This course in-
cludes four units of work in “Communi-Quête 3” . 
 
FRENCH 11 
Prerequisite: French 10 
This course will follow the presentation style of 
French 10. Students continue to increase their 
abilities to communicate in French (listening, 
speaking, reading and writing) in context, acquire 
positive attitudes about using French and their own 
abilities as language learners, develop understand-
ing and appreciation of culture, and explore issues 
and interests using French as the medium of ex-
pression. This fast-paced course includes five units 
of work in “Voyages 1”  and literature study. 
 
FRENCH 12 
Prerequisite: French 11 
This course is an extension of French 11. There 
will be a further study of more sophisticated gram-
mar, and refinement of the student’s composition 
style, as well as oral skills. The primary objective 
is to develop the highest possible degree of fluency 
in order to enable the student to think, write, speak 
and read in the French language. The Provincial 
exam is an optional exam, but is recommended for 
students wishing to go to college and university. 
This course includes five units of work in 
“Voyages 2”  and may satisfy language require-
ments at university. 
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SPANISH 10 
Prerequisite: Spanish 9 
This course is a continuation of the “Avancemos 
Uno” Spanish program. Course content includes the 
second half of the “Avancemos Uno”  textbook . Stu-
dents will further develop their abilities to communi-
cate effectively in Spanish on a number of topics. 
Along with expanding their conversational skills, 
students will begin to develop a composition style in 
Spanish. 
 
SPANISH 11 
Prerequisite: Spanish 10 
Spanish 11 will begin with a brief review of material 
covered in Spanish 9 and 10. Communication skills 
will continue to be expanded and new grammar 
structures will be introduced through the 
“Avancemos Dos”  audio-visual program. The course 
content includes the first half of the textbook of 
“Avancemos Dos” , the first half of the  
“Cuaderno práctica por  niveles dos.”   
 

SPANISH 12 
Prerequisite: Spanish 11 
This course is a more in-depth look at the basic con-
cepts of Spanish grammar and the fine points neces-
sary to give a degree of polish and perfection to the 
student’s knowledge of the language. The second 
half of the textbook “ Dime Dos”  will be covered to-
gether with the latter part of the “ Dime Dos Cuad-
erno de Ejercicios” , which students will have pur-
chased for the Spanish 11 course. The Provincial 
exam is an optional exam, but is recommended for 
students wishing to go to college and university.

MUSIC 10: CONCERT BAND 
Prerequisite: Band 9 or Director’s approval. 
This course continues to develop music skills and is 
for students in Grade 10 with three years band experi-
ence. 
 
MUSIC 10: JAZZ BAND  8-10 
Prerequisite: Approval of the Band Director 
This class is for students interested in playing “Big 
Band”, jazz, and rock music. Members must also play 
in one of the Concert Bands. 
**  Classes meet for an extended day Tuesdays and 
 Thursdays for 1 ¼ hours after school. 
 
INSTRUMENTAL  MUSIC 11/12: CONCERT BAND 
Prerequisite: Band 9 or Director’s approval. 
This course is open to students who have completed 
Band 10. Students will learn a variety of repertoire as 
in previous years and will develop playing skills at the 
senior level. 
 

INSTRUMENTAL  MUSIC  11/12: JAZZ BAND 
Prerequisite: Approval of the Band Director 
This class is for students interested in playing “Big 
Band”, jazz, and rock music. Music students must also 
play in the Senior Concert Band. 
**Classes meet for an extended day Mondays and 
          Wednesdays for 1 ¼ hours after school. 
 
CHOIR 11 
Choir provides senior students (grades 10, 11, 12)  the 
opportunity to develop vocal and musical skills in a 
supportive environment.  Repertoire will include jazz, 
pop, Classical and Broadway numbers, and a musical 
theory component will also be explored.   Entry into 
the programme is through application and/or inter-
view.    
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PHYSICAL  EDUCATION 10 
Prerequisite: Physical Education 9 
Through participation in a variety of activities, stu-
dents will develop a positive attitude towards active 
living in the pursuit of lifelong health and well-
being. Activities will be selected from the move-
ment categories of: games, individual and dual ac-
tivities, dance, and alternate environment activities. 
In addition, the “Personal Development”  topics will 
include Healthy Living and Family Life. Emphasis 
is placed on developing positive personal and social 
behaviours and interpersonal relationships. The 
demonstration of efficient and effective movement 
skills be emphasized. 
 

HUMAN PERFORMANCE 11 
Prerequisite: Recommended C+ or better in PE 10 
This co-ed course can be taken by Grade 10, 11 or 
12 students. They will receive credit for P.E. 10 or 
P.E. 11. Students will be exposed to a wide variety 
of training methods used in athletics. The focus will 
be on self improvement in all areas of fitness. Ideal 
for athletes wishing to increase their fitness levels.  
Athletic Taping, Athletic Injuries, and Sport Psy-
chology are some of the units offered. 
 

POWERHOUSE 11/12  (Gir ls) 
The main emphasis of this course is personal fitness 
development. This course is designed for the female 
student in grade 11 or 12 who is interested in de-
signing and applying a personal fitness program. 
Students will be involved with a program that fo-
cuses on daily workouts.  
A variety of activities such as running, yoga, vari-
ous types of aerobics, circuit and weight training 
will be included. Students will learn the physiologi-
cal adaptations of their body while training. 
 
PHYSICAL  EDUCATION 11  (Co-ed) 
Prerequisite: Physical Education 10 
Through participation in a variety of activities, stu-
dents will develop a positive attitude towards active 
living, demonstrate a functional level of activity- 
specific motor skills and develop opportunities for 
careers related to physical activities. Students will 
be introduced to available community recreational 
facilities and services. Students must also complete 
10 hours of volunteer community service. Emphasis 
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will be placed on the development of leadership 
skills.  
 
PHYSICAL  EDUCATION 12  (Co-ed)   
Prerequisite: P.E. 11 or Instructor’s Permission 
This course enables students to enhance their qual-
ity of life through active living. Emphasis will be 
placed upon leadership skills acquisition, CPR certi-
fication and expanded opportunities to use commu-
nity recreational facilities and services. 
�

RECREATIONAL LEADERSHIP 10/11 
There is no prerequisite for  this course. 
This co-ed course will allow students to explore 
skills, strategies, and provide practical opportunities 
to develop, enhance, and apply collaborative skills 
in physically active leadership settings. They will 
study,  prepare and participate in school and com-
munity recreational leadership activities and events 
such as physical education class mini-lessons, intra-
murals, tournaments and game-days. An emphasis 
will be placed on social responsibility, team-
building, leadership skill training, planning and 
management training. 
 
HOCKEY CANADA SKILLS ACADEMY 
Offered to any student in Grades 9-11, this elective 
program is a nationally certified course offered in 
over 80 schools across Canada. The goal of the 
course is to develop students’  skills in the game of 
hockey, through the specific teaching of the funda-
mental skills necessary to enjoy and excel in the 
game. The students are taught and monitored based 
on their self-improvement during the semester. The 
ice times are led by leading community coaches, 
who have been trained specifically to teach in this 
program. Fitness classes develop hockey specific 
training using the school facilities. The classroom 
blocks are a vehicle to share expertise in the areas 
of sports psychology, nutrition, leadership, goal set-
ting, mentoring, coaching, and public speaking. 
Leading guest speakers from NHL, University, and 
Junior hockey are frequent guests of the program. 
Program cost is $600 per student. Each student re-
ceives a Hockey Canada jersey, and is fully insured. 
This program is offered in Semester 2 of the 2009-
10 school year at EMS.

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PHYSICAL  EDUCATION 11/12—RUGBY 
 
Through participation in the rugby course, students 
will gain a deeper appreciation for the sport of rugby. 
Students will receive their Level 1—Rugby Coach-
ing Certification, along with receiving their Refer-
ring Certification. The students will be exposed to 
the development of the game along with looking at 
various historical perspectives of the sport. The goal 
of the course is to development students’  skills in the 
game of rugby through the specific teaching of the 
fundamental skills necessary to enjoy and excel in 
the game.

SCIENCE 10 
Prerequisite:  Science 9 
Science 10 will extend the students understanding 
of the major fields of science and prepare them for 
the Science 10 Provincial Exam. Laboratory skills 
will be emphasized. The major topics studied are: 
Physical Science - Chemical reactions and radioac-
tivity; Motion. Life Science: Sustainability of eco-
systems. Earth and Space Science - Energy transfer 
in natural systems and Plate tectonics. 
 
BIOLOGY 11 
Prerequisite:  Strongly recommend 
Science 10 with a C+ average or better 
This course looks at evolutionary trends through-
out the biology spectrum. Emphasis is on taxon-
omy and microbiology. Students considering Biol-
ogy 12 need good foundations in these basic Biol-
ogy 11 concepts: cell theory, cell organelles, cell 
division, DNA & protein synthesis. Students are 
also required to calculate magnification and are 
expected to participate in laboratory experiments. 
Field study may  include intertidal exploration. A 
reminder to students, that this is not just a memory 
course. Daily homework is required in order to be 
successful. 
 
BIOLOGY 12 
Prerequisite: Strongly recommend a B in Biology 
11 or better. 
Recommendation: Concurrently taking or has 
taken Chemistry 11 
This is an advanced and comprehensive course that 
focuses on biochemistry and on human anatomy 
and physiology. As the body systems are explored, 
compared, and contrasted, an underlining theme of 
balance or homeostasis is constantly being ana-
lyzed.  Extensive homework is required in order to 
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PLANNING 10 (REQUIRED) 
Planning 10 is an exciting 4-credit course  
required for graduation.  Planning 10  
encourages students to explore a range of ca-
reer and post-secondary options, plan for 
their futures, and develop skills in areas such 
as employability, healthy-decision making, 
and financial management. 
Students will study a wide range of topics 
including learning styles, preparing for a  
successful graduation, education and career 
planning, writing effective resumes and cover 
letters, workplace safety, personal planning, 
budgeting, savings and loans, substance 
abuse, fostering healthy relationships, and 
other "life skills." 
Planning 10 incorporates a wide range of  
media to deliver and enhance the curriculum, 
including computer lab time, videos,  
interactive media, guest speakers, and field 
studies.  The course promotes cooperative 
work, technology, and accommodates various 
learning styles.   
The course also introduces the mandatory 
Graduation Transitions program, which  
replaces the former Graduation Portfolio.  
The Ministry requires successful completion 
of Graduation Transitions program (a 3-year 
process) in order to graduate.  While  
Transitions stands apart from the Planning 10 
course, students will be introduced to

CHEMISTRY 11 
Prerequisite: Strongly recommend Science 10 
with a C+ average or better 
Recommendation: Concurrently taking or has taken 
Mathematics11, Principles/Honours 
This course requires strong arithmetic skills and 
abilities from students. This introductory course in-
cludes safety, scientific method, mole concepts, 
stoichiometry, chemical reactions, atomic structure, 
periodic table, bonding, molarity, and organic chem-
istry. Activities include experiments, lectures, dem-
onstrations, and formal laboratory write ups. Daily 
homework is required in order to be successful. 
 

CHEMISTRY 12 
Prerequisite:  Strongly recommend a B in  
Chemistry 11 
Recommendation:  Concurrently taking or has taken 
Mathematics 12 , Principles/Honours/Calculus 12 .     
Strong arithmetic skills are required to achieve un-
derstanding and application in the following themes, 
reaction rates, solubility, acids and bases, and reduc-
tion-oxidation reactions.  Extensive homework is re-
quired in order to be successful. The Provincial exam 
is an optional exam, but is recommended for students 
wishing to go to college and university. 
 
PHYSICS 11 
Prerequisite:  Strongly recommend Science 10 and 
Mathematics 10 with a B or better. 
 

This academic course is best suited to problem-
solvers with a strength in mathematics, especially 
word problems. Mathematics 11 should precede or 
be taken concurrently. Physics 11core material in-
cludes:  wave motion, kinematics (one dimension), 
dynamics, mechanical and heat energy, nuclear phys-
ics, special relativity and optics (if time permits).  
Activities include labs, lectures, demonstrations, and 
audiovisual support. 
PHYSICS 12 
Prerequisite:  Strongly recommend a B in Physics 11 
Recommendation: Concurrently taking or has taken 
Mathematics 12 , Principles/Honours/Calculus                                              
This is an advanced course dealing with Newton’s 
laws:  momentum, work, energy, gravity, and Cou-
lomb’s law;  magnetism and electricity.  This mate-
rial requires a good foundation and background in 
math.  Extensive homework is required in order to be 
successful. The Provincial exam is an optional exam, 
but is recommended for students wishing to go to 
college and university. 

 

EARTH SCIENCE 11: 
Prerequisite:  Highly recommend Science 10 with a 
C+ or better 
Recommendation/Note: This is an academic Sci-
ence course and should not be used as an alternative 
to Science and Technology 11. 
This course is accepted as a grade 11 Science re-
quirement for university and is a recommended pre-
requisite for Geology 12.  
Academic students who plan to take Geography 12 
will find this a valuable course.  This course is a 
comprehensive study of:  
 

·  uses of minerals and resources found in B.C. and 
Canada 

·  changes in the earth’s surface and the forces that 
cause them 

·  earthquakes & volcanoes 
·  erosion and land forms created by wind, ice, and 

water 
·  oceanography 
·  climate and weather (meteorology) 
·  geologic history 
·  astronomy (the universe and the solar system) 
 
GEOLOGY 12 
Prerequisite:  Science 10  
Earth Science 11 Recommended 
 

Geology 12 explores local and regional geology fo-
cusing on the following topics: Earth Materials: 
minerals, igneous rocks and processes, sedimentary 
rocks and processes and metamorphic rocks and 
processes: Earth Minerals – mineral, rock and en-
ergy resources;  Time and Fossils Record; Internal 
Processes and Structures-plate tectonics, earth-
quakes, volcancoes, isostasy, earth’s interior and 
structural geology; Surficial Processes-weathering, 
and erosion, running water, glaciers, and ground 
water; Comparative Planteology. This course has an 
optional exam.  
SCIENCE AND TECHNOLOGY 11 
Prerequisite: Recommended for students with less 
than C in  Science 10 
 

This course fulfills the Science 11 graduation re-
quirement. It is a non-academic course that is not 
intended to prepare students for post secondary sci-
ence programs. There is no final exam. Students 
will earn their grades by completing a variety of 
hands-on lab activities. This course includes en-
gineering projects, such as bridge building and egg 
drop competitions as well as discussing science is-
sues like global warming and biotechnology 
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PEER MEDIATION 11  
Prerequisite(s): none 
Open to Grades 10, 11 &  12 
Peer Mediation 11 is designed to provide students 
with the skills, knowledge, and attitudes necessary 
to work as peer mediators in the school.  They will 
analyze conflict and recognize the underlying needs 
and interests which cause it; demonstrate interest-
based communication and perform mediations; ana-
lyze their existing anger management strategies and 
select from a variety of new options; and demon-
strate assertive, responsible behaviour. 
 
Rationale: 
A part of everyday life, conflict presents opportuni-
ties for growth and constructive change. Learning 
to deal with conflict constructively entails develop-
ing alternative dispute resolution strategies and 
strong communication skills.  Training and practice 
in these skills will not only help the individual stu-
dent, but also help the school and the larger com-
munity through a positive ripple effect as students 
model their skills.  Students will have ongoing op-
portunities to perform mediations within the class-
room setting and through work with the Counsel-
ling Department.   
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PHILOSOPHY 12 (THEORY OF KNOWLEDGE) 
 Course open to all grades 
Philosophy is a multi-grade course, open to any 
student, and is offered for grade 12 credit. 
 Philosophy, formerly called “Theory of Knowl-
edge” , will provide students with the opportuni-
ties to inquire into the most basic questions about 
human life and its place in the universe. Topics 
for discussion and debate include: Who am I? Do 
humans have free will? Does God exist? Is 
knowledge possible? What is justice? What is 
truth? The course will provide an introduction to 
central works in the history of western  
philosophy, with a principle goal of fostering the 
capacity to logically and critically think. 
 Students will grapple with such philosophers as 
Plato, Descartes, Kant and Machiavelli on issues 
pertaining to aesthetics, epistemology, ethics, 
language and metaphysics. 
 
PSYCHOLOGY 11  
Psychology 11 is an introduction to psychology; 
it is a survey course with a broad scope and se-
quence. Topics covered include experimental 
methodology, emotion, motivation, states of con-
sciousness, child and adult development, sleep 
and dreaming, abnormal psychology, intelli-
gence, creativity, personality theory, and other 
broad issues within the discipline. 
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PSYCHOLOGY 12   
Prerequisite: Psychology 11 or 
instructor’s permission 
Psychology 12 will provide students with the op-
portunity to study and investigate such topics as 
individual identity, personality, human develop-
ment, gender roles and stereotyping, research 
methods, and an understanding of interpersonal 
relationships. 
 
PEER TUTORING 11/12 
Prerequisite: C+ or better average, good 
work habits and good attendance 
This course is open to students in Grade 11 and 12. 
Peer Tutoring gives students the opportunity to 
help others while developing personal organiza-
tional and communication skills. Learn and under-
stand how to meet the individual needs of learners 
through training and in-class experience. Working 
in grade 8-10 classes, peer tutors will be expected 
to keep a daily journal, complete assignments and 
assist the classroom teacher with individual stu-
dents or small groups. Selection of peer tutors to 
their assignments will be based on their academic 
strengths. As peer tutors are working daily in class-
rooms, a sincere commitment to working with stu-
dents and exemplary attendance are mandatory. 
This course includes a screen process for all candi-
dates. Students will be placed in courses on an as-
needed basis. 
 
COMMUNITY LEADERSHIP 10 
The very root of the word “ lead”  means to go, 
travel or guide.  This credit course is the beginning 
of your journey as a leader.  It is based on the 
premise that leadership begins with you.  The 
main goals of the Community Leadership 10 
course are to provide students with an opportunity 
to assess personal leadership strengths, to analyze 
community needs, and to work on projects based 
on these needs. 
 

Students will work as a team on projects that will 
require learning many new leadership skills. In the 
process, students will make a positive difference 
for others in our school and local community. This 
course is recommended for students who like to 
work with others, to teach or mentor younger stu-
dents, and to find creative methods to meet these 
goals.  Students must submit an application to be 
considered for this course.  

 
COMMUNITY LEADERSHIP 12 
Students will review the theories of leadership intro-
duced in Community Leadership 10. They will ex-
amine examples of leadership styles and functions 
and identify effective characteristics of strong leaders 
in a wide variety of situations. They will also explore 
their roles required for effective teamwork as they 
participate in many community based events and 
projects. Students must submit an application to be 
considered for this course. 
 
L IBRARY SCIENCE 10/11 
((Library, media and applied information technology  
10)  
Prerequisite: Students should have a C+ average in 
Math and English. Interested students should be 
ready for a personal interview. Students taking this 
course have to be self-directed and must be able to 
work independently. 
This course will provide students interested in library 
or information related careers with an introduction to 
research skills, library management, organization and 
services. The course is designed for students who are 
interested in exploring the potential of computers in 
communication and electronic information retrieval. 
Students will learn research skills using a variety of 
technologies and print media. Successful completion 
of one related course such as Computer Studies, 
Desktop Publishing or Data Processing is an asset. 
The student will be required to work as an assistant 
to the teacher-librarian. 
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SOCIAL  STUDIES 10 
Prerequisite: Social Studies 9 
Social Studies 10 traces the development and birth 
of the Canadian nation from the War of 1812 
through to Confederation in 1867. Students will 
study the political development of the nation and 
the issues that steered Canada towards political 
unity and nationhood. Students will also investi-
gate English, French and First Nations relations 
throughout the course and will also investigate the 
development of the modern British Columbia 
economy. The regions of Western Canada as well 
as current events will be examined.  
 
SOCIAL  STUDIES 11 
Prerequisite: Social Studies 10 
Social Studies 11 is a provincially examinable 
courses that studies Canada’s modern history, the 
structure and function of Canadian government, the 
law making process and how human geography 
impacts global issues. Specific topics found in the 
course are World War I and World War II, Cold 
War conflicts, the structure and workings of Cana-
dian government, how laws are made in Canada 
and the impact of exponential population growth 
on world resources, just to name a few. This course 
has a Provincial exam worth 20%. 
 
GEOGRAPHY 12 
Prerequisite: Social Studies 11 
Geography is the study of the physical and human 
environment. Topics of study include plate tecton-
ics, vulcanism, earthquakes, weather, climate, re-
sources (forests, land, water) and resource manage-
ment (acid rain, pollution). The Provincial exam is 
an optional exam, but is recommended for students 
wishing to go to college and university. Students 
not writing the Provincial exam will complete a 
final exam with their classroom teacher.  
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
 
 

 
HISTORY 12 
Prerequisite: Social Studies 11 
History 12 is a rigorous provincially examinable 
course that studies 20th Century history from 1919 
– 2001. Topics covered in this course are the im-
pact of World War I, the Paris Peace Conferences, 
the Rise of Fascism, the causes and chronology of 
World War II, the origins of the Cold War and 
Cold War Conflicts. The Civil Rights movement is 
also examined. Students are expected to be able to 
read, understand and write historically well in this 
action paced and fast paced course. The Provincial 
exam is an optional exam, but is recommended for 
students wishing to go to college and university. 
Students not writing the Provincial exam will com-
plete a final exam with their classroom teacher.  
 
 
SOCIAL  JUSTICE 12 
Social Justice 12 is an interactive course that  
involves defining and studying past and current 
impact of: aboriginal issues, children’s rights,  
labour issues, poverty, racial issues, gender and  
sexual orientation, women’s issues. In place of a 
final exam, students will complete an action plan in 
which they get involved in a school, local, national, 
or international social justice issue. This course 
will be good preparation for college or university-
bound students. It deals with a lot of topics that are 
heavily emphasized in the humanities/arts depart-
ments, but are not a large part of the rest of the so-
cial studies curriculum. Students need to be pre-
pared to have excellent work habits and to be very 
involved in classroom participation. 
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DRAFTING AND DESIGN 3 
Prerequisite: Drafting and Design 2 
This course requires an advanced set of skills and 
knowledge. Students will be expected to develop 
detailed architectural or mechanical drawings. 
Scale models may also be created. Students will 
apply the acquired skills in the design and draw-
ing of teacher / student selected projects, which 
could facilitate a portfolio for post-secondary en-
trance or career exploration.  
 
DRAFTING AND DESIGN 12 
(ENGINEERING &  MECHANICAL  DRAFTING) 
Prerequisite: Drafting and Design 1 and 2 
Students will produce advanced working drawings 
and computer generated models of gears, cams, 
fasteners, and complex machine parts following 
drafting standards, conventions, and details. Pro-
duction of complete assembly drawings will be 
used to demonstrate the relationships between 
various components and the proper selection of 
appropriate materials. Drafting symbols and con-
ventions for welding, electrical and piping draw-
ing may also be utilized. Students will employ 3D 
modeling techniques for greater visualization. 
 
DRAFTING AND DESIGN 12 
(ARCHITECTURE AND HABITAT DESIGN) 
Prerequisite: Drafting and Design 1 and 2 
This course will examine architectural styles in 
creating 2D and 3D design  solutions for a vari-
ety of habitat design problems. Building code and 
permits,  zoning bylaws, the planning process 
and building inspections will all be examined in 
developing floor plans, elevations, details, sched-
ules and specifications. The major focus or project 
is to resolve an architectural design problem in-
cluding spatial, ergonomic, or landscape consid-
eration such as urban design or community infra-
structure. 
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LAW 12 
Prerequiste: Social Studies 11 
As the course involves sophisticated readings, it is 
suggested that students have a good background in 
both Social Studies and English. 
 

Law is the study of the formal rules governing our 
society. Students will be introduced to the many 
areas of law and its basic principles. Students study 
selected cases and their backgrounds and from 
them, will deduce constitutional, civil and criminal 
law fundamentals. Law 12 will be particularly 
helpful to students considering careers in politics 
and government or as paralegals, police officers or 
lawyers. As the course involves sophisticated read-
ings, it is suggested that students have a good 
background in both Social Studies and English. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
If students wish to take any projects home, they 
will be required to pay a materials fee. 
 
DRAFTING AND DESIGN 1 
An introductory course that provides skill develop-
ment in computer and manual drawing techniques. 
Students will learn to draw in architectural and me-
chanical-related areas. This course can be of value 
to anyone wishing to pursue a career in designing, 
building, or manufacturing items. 
 
DRAFTING AND DESIGN 2 
Prerequisite: Drafting and Design I 
 

The objective of this course is to offer a combina-
tion of knowledge and “hands-on”  skills that will 
prove valuable over a lifetime as well as opening 
doors to a variety of career options. The areas of 
focus will include conventional board drawing, 
measurement, and a variety of software applica-
tions, primarily AutoCAD with an emphasis on 
architectural and mechanical drawings. Students 
will apply the acquired skills in the design and 
drawing of teacher/student-selected projects. 
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COMPUTER ANIMATION 11 
Prerequisite: Note - Open to Grade 10-12 students 
This course will utilize computer-generated mod-
els, animation, and rendering to provide learning 
opportunities for students to create still or moving 
images in 3D. Technical knowledge, skills and 
tools will be employed to allow students to develop 
the attributes and skills necessary to explore career 
paths in animation, or industrial design. 
 
COMPUTER ANIMATION 12 (ADVANCED DESIGN) 
Prerequisite: Computer Animation 11 
 Open to Grade 11-12 students 
Students will utilize elements of research and de-
velopment, the design process and design princi-
ples to develop animation solutions for promotions, 
products, architecture and other design problems. 
Examples may include fashion, landscape, manu-
facturing, or ergonomic and human factors. 
 
ENGINEERING TECHNOLOGY 10 
Prerequisite: None 
Engineering technology 9/10 is a hands-on course 
meant to explore technology by finding solutions 
to design challenges.  Students will work both indi-
vidually and in teams using the design process and 
a variety of woodwork and metalwork tools as well 
as computer programs.  Each project will involve 
stages that include planning, testing, competition 
and reflection.  This course will be enjoyable for 
students interested in becoming engineers, archi-
tects, builders, designers and also those who like to 
work on small projects that challenge their problem 
solving abilities.  This course in interesting, fun 
and one you©ll look forward to attending! 
 
Some projects include: CO2 dragsters, robotics, 
bridge construction, catapults, electronics, mini-
rockets, egg-drop, mouse-trap powered cars. 
 
There is a materials fee of $25.  Students may take 
home all of their projects once they are completed 
and marked.  There will be an electronics project 
that students will select, purchase, build and take 
home.  The additional cost for this project ranges 
from $10 to $40 depending on what you choose. 
 

 

  
 
 
 
 
WOODWORK   LEVEL 1 
Prerequisite : open to all grades 
Woodwork Level 1 is meant to introduce students to 
wood technology.  Safe operation of standard wood-
working tools and machines will be taught.  Upon 
successful completion of this course students will 
have used all machines in our shop and have a solid 
understanding of how a quality pieces of furniture 
are made.  You will get to make a custom piece of 
furniture to keep! 
Some of the machines taught are the: mitre saw, table 
saw, jointer, thickness planer, bandsaw, lathe, router, 
drill press and power sanders. 
 
CARPENTRY AND JOINERY 11 —LEVEL 2 
Prerequisite: Woodwork Level 1 
The main objective of this course is to offer a combi-
nation of knowledge and “hands-on”  skills that will 
prove valuable over a lifetime as well as opening 
doors to a variety of career options. The areas of fo-
cus will include a blending of safety, measurement, 
theory, tools and equipment, and materials and proc-
esses with an emphasis on the fabrication of wood 
related products. Students will apply the acquired 
skills in the design and construction of 
teacher/student selected projects. This is a pre-
requisite for Carpentry and Joinery 12 and all Car-
pentry and Joinery specialty courses. 
 
CARPENTRY AND JOINERY 12– LEVEL 3 
Prerequisite: Carpentry and Joinery—Level 2 
The main objective of this course is to offer an ad-
vanced combination of knowledge and “hands-on”  
skills that will build on a student’s previous experi-
ence in woodwork. Students will apply their skills in 
the design and con-struction of advanced 
teacher/student selected projects that will challenge 
and further their previous experience from Carpentry 
and Joinery 11.  Post-secondary and career options 
can be explored in the following specialty subject 
areas: Residential Construction, Furniture Construc-
tion, Cabinet Construction, and Woodcraft Products 
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CARPENTRY AND JOINERY 12 
(FURNITURE CONSTRUCTION) 
Prerequisite: Carpentry and Joinery - Level 2 
After identifying a variety of wood species and their 
common applications, students will learn basic furni-
ture construction techniques. Historical and modern 
furniture styles as well as ergonomics will be utilized 
in the furniture design. With an effective project 
work-plan, students will construct a piece of furni-
ture using the acquired skills of machining, joining, 
and finishing. Students will also be expected to iden-
tify and use an appropriate selection of hardware, 
fasteners, and adhesives in the assembly of the pro-
ject. 
 
CARPENTRY AND JOINERY 12 (CABINET CONSTRUC-
TION) 
Prerequisite: Carpentry and Joinery - Level 2 
This course focuses on cabinet making by incorpo-
rating the use of engineered wood products and com-
posite materials with solid wood. Students will use 
specific construction techniques including drawer 
construction and rail and stile doors, and other cabi-
net making techniques in the manufacturing of a va-
riety of cabinets. Students will also be expected to 
use appropriate fasteners, hardware, and adhesives 
from the cabinet making industry. Types of cabinets 
that the students may bui l d i nclude: 
kitchen/bathroom cabinets, entertainment units, 
bookcases, etc. 
 
CARPENTRY AND JOINERY 12 (WOODCRAFT PROD-
UCTS) 
Prerequisite: Carpentry and Joinery - Level 2 
This is an artistic course that utilizes a student’s ba-
sic woodworking skills with the use of specific hand 
and machine tools to explore woodcraft art. Some 
areas that may be covered include free form, relief, 
Native carving, wood sculpting, wood burning, 
inlay/Marguetry, Intarsia, as well as toy and puzzle 
making. Students are encouraged to explore her/his 
artistic impressions to create a multitude of projects 
using wood as a working medium. Although this is 
an artistic course, no experience in Art is necessary. 
 
 
  

 
 
 
 
 
 

 
 

METAL  WORK  10 
Students learn basics in metalworking, machine 
operations, oxygen/acetylene gas welding, wire-
feed arc welding, basic sheet metal and aluminium 
casting. Students will be able to design and con-
struct projects of their own choice with available 
materials. There are opportunities to cast a piece of 
jewellery, either a ring or a pendant, in gold or sil-
ver, using existing designs or by creating one’s 
own design. Emphasis will be on safety at all 
times. Grade level determines project selection. 
 
METAL  FABRICATION AND MACHINING 11 
Prerequisite: None 
The main objective of this course is to offer a com-
bination of knowledge and “hands-on”  skills that 
will prove valuable over a lifetime as well as open-
ing   doors to a variety of career options. The areas 
of focus will include a blending of safety, measure-
ment, theory, tools and equipment, and materials 
and processes with an emphasis on the fabrication 
of metal related products. Students will apply the 
acquired skills in the design and construction of 
teach-er/student selected projects. Specific course 
objectives may include oxy-acetylene weld-
ing/cutting/ brazing, electric arc welding (stick), 
MIG and aluminum welding (wire feed) and 
plasma torch (cutting). Lathe and milling machine 
practices, sheet metal, casting and blacksmithing 
(forging) will also be included. 
 
METAL  FABRICATION AND MACHINING 12 
Prerequisite:  Metal Fabrication and Machining 11 
The main objective of this course is to offer an ad-
vanced combination of knowledge and “hands-on”  
skills that will build on previous experience in met-
alwork. The areas of focus will include a blending 
of safety, advanced, and precision measurement 
using metric and imperial micrometers, theory, 
tools and equipment. The students will utilize the 
design process to make working drawings that will 
become practical realities. Post-secondary and ca-
reer options are explored in the related subject ar-
eas. 
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METAL  FABRICATION AND MACHINING 12 
(Advanced Machining) 
Prerequisite: Metal Fabrication and Machining 11 
and 12 
Advanced Machining will include lathe operations 
such an internal boring, taper turning, thread cutting, 
and reaming. Students will also learn about lathe cut-
ting tools, work holding attachments, cutting speeds 
and feeds, turning work between centers, parting op-
erations, facing stock held in the chuck, plain turn-
ing, and turning to a shoulder, Milling machine op-
erations, methods, cutters, cutting fluids, speeds and 
feeds will also be explored. Upon successful comple-
tion of this course, the students will be proficient on 
both the lathe and milling machine with enhanced 
opportunities for a career as a journeyman machinist. 
 
METAL  FABRICATION AND MACHINING 12 
(Advanced Welding) 
Prerequisite: Metal Fabrication and Machining 11 
and 12 
Advanced welding will include oxy-fuel welding, 
soldering, brazing, shielded metal arc welding (Arc) 
and gas metal arc welding (Mig), gas tungsten arc 
welding (Tig). Gas welding will include equipment, 
welding rods, fluxes, equipment preparation and ad-
justment, joints, forehand, backhand, weld pool, 
brazing and braze welding, gas welding safety pre-
cautions. Oxy-acetylene cutting operations, cutting 
tip size, and pressures will be covered. Both shielded 
metal arc and gas metal arc welding equipment and 
accessories, welding symbols, preparation of mate-
rial, safety precautions, and finishing techniques will 
be explored. 
 
 
 
 

 
 
METAL  FABRICATION AND MACHINING 12 
(Ar t Metal) 
Prerequisite: Metal Fabrication and Machining 
11 and 12 
This is an artistic course using new and recycled 
metal as a medium to create original artwork. Stu-
dents may learn to manipulate metal or construct 
artistic metal projects through the use of hand 
tools, oxy-acetylene welding/brazing/cutting. Mig 
w e l d i n g  ( w i r e  f eed ) ,  c as t i n g 
(aluminum/brass/bronze), centrifugal lost wax 
casting, cuttle bone casting, and blacksmithing 
(forging). Projects may include gold/silver rings, 
bracelets, pendants, earrings, necklaces, hair bar-
rettes, wire/metal sculptures and metal signage. 
 
METAL  FABRICATION AND MACHINING 12 
(Forging and Foundry) 
Prerequiste: Metal Fabrication and Machining 11 
and 12 
This course reflects traditional methods of working 
with metal. Advanced techniques to be demon-
strated will be: sand and lost foam casting, pattern 
making, and moulding. Students will also learn 
about different sands, tools and equipment (cope 
and drag), as well as learning precautionary meth-
ods for dealing with molten metal. Various black-
smith techniques will include forming, drawing out 
and upsetting, in addition to drop, press, roll and 
rotary forging. Students will cover wrought iron, 
various bending, twisting and manipulation tech-
niques in addition to designing and building jigs. 
Once castings and forging are completed, students 
will learn to machine and finish to obtain and final 
product. 
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AUTOMOTIVE TECHNOLOGY 
(General Information) 

The Automotive 11 and 12 courses are open to both 
male and female students. These courses are de-
signed to offer the basic knowledge and skills re-
quired to maintain a vehicle. In addition, there are 
specialty courses for those students with a greater 
interest in automotive technology or for students pur-
suing one of the many automotive career options af-
ter high school. Students will apply the acquired 
knowledge and skills in the performance of 
teacher/student-selected labs with an emphasis on 
shop work. 
 
MECHANICS  10 
This is an introductory course open to male and fe-
male students. This course covers the following top-
ics: 
 
·  2 stroke cycle engine 
·  4 stroke cycle engine 
·  Shop safety 
·  Tools and equipment 
·  Oxygen/Acetylene gas welding 
·  Design and build a gravity powered car 
 
This is an excellent introductory course for students 
interested in taking the automotive courses offered in 
Grades.

Spe-
cific program design and organization is stu-
dent centered and reflects individual strengths 
and goals. Students are also integrated into 
elective classes and academic subjects where 
they have particular strengths on an individ-
ual basis. Senior BASES students are encour-
aged to experience several community work 
placements. 
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COUNSELLING DEPARTMENT

ENGLISH LANGUAGE LEARNERS 
 
E.L .L . 1 
This is a beginner course for English language 
learners who have had little experience with the 
language. The main objective of this course is for 
students to develop communicative competence 
in the areas of listening, speaking, writing and 
reading. As well, it will provide students with an 
introduction to Canadian culture and customs 
within the school setting. 
 
E.L .L . 2 
This is a beginner course for English language 
learners who have had some experience learning 
English. Emphasis will be on the practice and im-
provement of speaking, listening, reading and 
writing skills for both academic and social envi-
ronments. 

 
E.L .L . LANGUAGE DEVELOPMENT 10/11 
In this course, students will receive 4 credits that 
count toward their overall Grade Point Average 
(GPA). It is an academic language class that is 
intended to prepare ESL students for regular 
grade 10 and 11 courses. Emphasis will be placed 
on reading comprehension, writing, speaking and 
listening. 
 
E.L .L . WRITING 11 
In this course, students will receive 4 credits that 
count toward their overall Grade Point Average 
(GPA). In ESL Writing 11, students will work on 
the specific skills necessary for successful aca-
demic writing and in particular, the writing expec-
tations of the senior level English curriculum

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SCIENCE CO-OP PROGRAM    
Prerequisite: Academically strong in both Math 10 
and Science 10. A keen interest and curiosity about 
Science is an asset. Mature students who are problem 
solvers, independent and hard working are invited to 
apply. 
 
This course provides an intensive learning environment 
for students who have a keen interest and academic 
ability in science. Students will remain with one sci-
ence instructor for five hours of instruction daily. The 
courses taught are Biology 11, Biology 12 (optional 
provincially examinable course) and Chemistry 11. 
Along with the three academic science courses, stu-
dents will be placed at two science-related three-week 
work experiences. Students will also receive credits for 
this placement (WEX 12A/B). Students must apply for 
this program and have recommendations from both 
science and math 10 teachers. Application forms must 
be completed and returned to the Career Education of-
fice. 
 

HUMANITIES CO-OP PROGRAM   
Prerequisite: A solid C+ or higher in English 10 and 
S.S. 10 is recommended. A mature attitude is neces-
sary in order to be placed in a work experience envi-
ronment. 
 

The work experience component allows students to 
have an opportunity to gain experience in a variety of 
career fields they may wish to pursue after high school.   
The academic courses taught are English 11, Social 
Studies 11 and Psychology 11.  Eight grade 12 credits 
are also earned through completion of two work ex-
periences (WEX 12A/B). There is a mandatory 20% 
Provincial exam in Social Studies 11, and, as a result, 
self-motivated, independent students are preferred. Ap-
plication forms must be completed and returned to the 
Career Centre in room 322.

      Apprenticeships? 
SSA is a provincial career program that: 
 
·  Introduces students to industry training. 
·  Combines the K-12 education and appren-

ticeship training systems, leading to both 
secondary school graduation and ongoing 
apprenticeship training for trade certifica-
tion in BC. 

·  Enables students to move directly into the 
apprenticeship training system while at-
tending secondary school.

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ADVANCED PLACEMENT 
PROGRAM  
 

 
The Advanced Placement Program is an enriched 
and accelerated course of study whereby students 
can complete college-level courses in secondary 
school. The content of each class is well beyond 
the normal secondary school level. 
 

Earl Marriott is offering advanced placement 
programs in the following field of studies: 
 

·  AP English Literature 
·  AP Calculus 
·  AP Statistics 

 

 At the end of the course, the student writes a 
standardized supervised examination. The com-
pleted exam is forwarded to the central testing 
facilities in Princeton, New Jersey, where it is 
marked. Exams are three hours or less in length, 
and are generally in several parts: objective ques-
tions and free responses (essays and analysis). 
 

Final grades are reported on a five-point scale: 
 

 5 – extremely well-qualified 
 4 – well qualified 
 3 – qualified 
 2 – possibly qualified 
 1 – no recommendation 
 
Advanced Placement grade reports are sent to 
students and thei r desi gnated col -
leges/universities in early July. Students who 
write the exam may then apply to colleges and 
universities for either advanced standing (i.e., 
enter second year courses) or credit for a particu-
lar course. The decision to grant higher advanced 
standing or credit is the decision of the post-
secondary institution to which the student ap-
plies.
