School Planning Council:

Ken submitted final draft of School Plan to District. It will be forward to the Ministry by the District.  School Plan is now posted on website.  Members will be attending next District in house session in January 2009. 

Dry Grad Committee: no report

Student Council:

Atiya gave update on Blood Drive.  Donor must be over 17 years old.  Taxi pick up is sponsored by Domino’s Pizza (gives free Pizza on Fridays).  Parents can also participate.  There is a $200 Education Grant for the top school and $600 to be given towards the school’s Dry Grad.  JHSS has had approx. 20 participants.  Blood drive runs from Oct 24/08 to Apr 24/09.  The Winter Solice will run the last week before Winter Break.  Pep Rally will be held on Wednesday after lunch in the gym.  Student Council will hold an appreciation luncheon for teachers in the theatre.  Teachers will enjoy lunch and performances by students.  No parents volunteered for concession at the dance.  At least two parents are needed.  Students will take care of coat check.  PAC needs to try and get a couple of parents to volunteer and chair the Dance Committee.  If there are no parents available – PAC is to notify Student Council a few days in advance so that they can make arrangements.  Next school dance will be held in February 2009.  School play “Clue” will run Dec 4, 5, & 6.  Student Council has organized a food drive.  Each grade competes to see who brings in the most food – no prizes awarded.  Each student is to bring a food item to the cafeteria.  Winner will be posed on website.  Leadership students are very involved in all school activities.  

 New Business: 

Sheila Reynard (LST Teacher) from Kwantlen Park presented to the PAC.  She has 92 students on her case load.  Sheila presented charts showing how many students are in each group and what their requirements are.  LST has limited resources.  Some technology has been loaned to the students.  Sheila requested funding from PAC to be able to purchase technology/books needed to aide the students.  PAC requested that Sheila put together a formal request for their review.  Sheila will provide a formal request asap.

Healthy School Committee is now formed and consists of two parents, three students, and three staff members.  Daily Physical Activity must be recorded and tracked.  Credits are required for graduation.  Committee is working on promoting PE and sports clubs.  

PAC needs to work on getting more attendees to the meetings.  Ken offered to help arrange some speakers to attend PAC Meetings in order to draw more parents to the meetings.  PAC will also meet to brainstorm and think of topics and arrange speakers to attend/present at PAC meetings.
