c. Adoption of previous Minutes:  Linda motioned to adopt Minutes of PAC Meeting held on April 1, 2009 as presented.  Charmaine seconded.  BE IT RESOLVED THAT the Minutes for April 1, 2009 be adopted as presented. CARRIED. 

2. REPORTS
A. Treasurer’s report:  
Linda submitted financial statements for the month of April 2009.  Ending balances on April 30, 2009:  General a/c
unallocated funds: $10,003.28 and Gaming a/c unallocated funds $1013.32.  Sherry moved to accept Treasurer’s 
report as presented.  Charmaine seconded.  All in favor.  Carried.  
B. Committee Reports: 
a) Dry Grad Committee:  Sherry McPherson submitted written report on the committee’s progress. (See attached).  
b) Student Council Report: No Representation.  No report given/submitted.
c) DPAC Report: Way submitted written report. (See attached).
d) School Planning Council:  Ken Hignell reported that the SPC met recently for their first planning meeting and reviewed the school plan for next year (2009-10).  All three current goals were reviewed and a report was prepared.  The plan is to roll the Literacy goal into the Student Success goal as there seems to be an overlap and to continue with the Social Responsibility goal.  Next SPC meeting to take place in May 26, 2009.  
Principal’s Report:  
Ken Hignell presented a quick overview of the April 2009 happenings at Johnston Heights. 

· 22 Secondary School Apprenticeship graduates were presented scholarships at an award ceremony.  

· Grade 10 mock interviews completed.
· Johnston Heights held the 2nd Annual Poetry Slam to rave reviews.  
· JH held its first annual Speech Meet.

· The Safe Teen presentation provided students with tools to aid them to make wise decisions.

· Thai students had a successful visit.

· Report cards were issued on April 22, 2009

· 12 JH students were among the top 25 provincially ranked Euclid contestants.  Johnston Heights is the third top Math school in Surrey. 
· A student from the JH Home Economics department won the gold medal for “BC Skills Competition” in fashion design and will be travelling to PEI.

· Round 1 of the staff hiring process has taken place in April.  Ken will update PAC on Rounds 2 & 3.

· If the proposal for the local calendar is passed, the timetable and bell schedule will have to be rebuilt.  JH is already at maximum instructional week limit as defined in collective agreement.  Addition of 6 days will necessitate removal of collaborative time.  Ken advised that this proposal requires feedback from all groups.    He understands that a plan must be in place by May end and he will work on necessary adjustments.

A parent asked if a start date was set for the commencement of construction work.  Ken Hignell reported that the engineers are optimistic that their contract will be completed and initial work will begin this summer.  Ken is confident JH will have 6-8 portables made available.  JH will have no administration changes in the near future.

NEW BUSINESS:
a) Funding Report & Request: LST Department -Ms Sheila Renyard brought in several educational aids that she uses for students in the LST class.  Ms Renyard thanked PAC for assistance with the purchase of these supplies and requested additional funds for Neo boards and a secure storage box.  A quote from Secrest Resources Ltd was presented.  Jashin will check with her Future Shop contact to see if these supplies are available at a lower cost. Way Truong will verify if DPAC is able to fund the LST department request.  Ms Renyard to submit proposal to School District Corporate Sponsorships.  Ken Hignell will assist her with submission.
b) Funding Request: Senior Band - Mr Keith Honeywell requested assistance with transportation costs for the band`s trip to Ottawa next year.  He submitted a breakdown of cost per student.  

Linda and Dianne will check with Gaming Director if Band’s trip to Ottawa can be covered by Gaming funds.  

c) Funding Request: Math Department– funding request to help cover Yutong Wang`s trip to Ottawa was submitted by Mr. Mandoli. PAC received funding request to aid with transportation costs (approx. $1100) for Yutong Wang, a Grade 10 student who has excelled at Grade 12 Math & Calculus 12 as well.  She’s been invited to attend the Math Honors Conference at the University of Windsor this summer.  Mr. Mandoli advised that Yutong’s father had been approached to contribute towards the costs.  Mr. Hignell advised that the school will also contribute (approx. $175).  PAC asked Mr. Hignell to find out from Mr. Mandoli whether Yutong is a permanent resident or an international student and how much of the transportation cost will be covered by her father.  PAC also asked Ken to find out if Yutong was depending on PAC to fully fund her trip to Ottawa or if her father will be able to contribute more if need be.  It was agreed by all present that because this item is time sensitive and would need to be dealt with before the next PAC Meeting (June 3/09), PAC may hold a special meeting if a motion is required.  This will be decided on once Ken gets back with the answers to PAC’s queries.  
d) Funding Request: Geography Dept- request for funds for bus rental.

Linda motioned PAC pay $775/- towards bus rental costs for Grade 12 Geography field study trip.  Monies to come out of Gaming funds.  Jashin seconded.  All in favor.  Carried.  
As discussed at the April 2009 PAC Meeting, Linda and Dianne are to write a letter to the various Departments
requesting them to submit next year’s funding requests before the June 2009 AGM.  It was discussed by PAC that
this would greatly aid setting the Budget for 2009-10 and that it would ensure that the funding for next year is allocated on a thoughtful and equitable basis.  With Ken’s approval, the letter will be sent out to the Departmental Heads.
