2. Student Council Report:

Aselin Weng was in attendance to update the PAC on current student initiatives. The Leadership Class has been extensively involved in preparing for Earth Day and their green sustainability forum “My Earth, Your Earth, One Earth”. The initiative has been in the works since before Christmas with students gathering data on how the school uses energy, water and supplies. This is the first time data has been collected at JHSS and the information will now serve as a baseline going forward. Students will set ‘Green Goals’ and follow up to see what impact changes will have. One example provided: The students found out that the school was not using recycled paper and since that information was brought forth the school now uses 30% recycled paper. The students will continue to work on green solutions, such as, recycling plastics that are not recycled by the City of Surrey’s recycling program.

3. Committee Reports 

Treasurer’s Report:  Given by Vippen Joshi: A financial summary was provided to PAC. A request was made to create a break down of Dry Grad amounts for the May meeting. The Bases program will use their allotted $250.00 from the PAC budget to purchase a camera. A preliminary budget for 2010/2011 will be presented at the June meeting, deadline for funding requests is May 15th, 2010. Mr. Hignell will inform staff/teachers that allocated funds from the 2009/2010 budget must be reconciled by June 15th or the funds will be clawed back and reallocated to the next years’ budget.

VIII. Student Satisfaction Survey for grade 10 & 12 students has taken place. The parent portion of the survey resulted in only a few parents participating and no staff participated.

IX. The ‘Wordsmith Competition’ (a writing competition) has taken place.

X. 85 students achieved more than 90% on their Provincial Exams and 5 students achieved 100%.

XI. The JH student run school store has generated $500.00 in profit which was donated to the BC Cancer Society.

XII. The building envelope contract has been awarded, the parking lot at the tennis courts will be closed during construction repairs.

XIII. Projected student count for 2010/2011 is 1488. 293 grade 8 students, 257 grade 9 students, 324 grade 10 students, 320 grade 11 students and 294 grade 12 students.

XIV. Miller Consulting will be presenting a Facebook Safety seminar to grade 9 students. The PAC along the Mountainview Montessori will look at presenting the same seminar to parents and students from JH and the surrounding schools sometime in May.
