3. Committee Reports 

Scholarship Initiative:  Given by Narima Del Cruz: The initiative was a new undertaking two years ago. An information/solicitation package was created with over 300 letters sent to businesses. The request for support has resulted in 4 donations totaling $1,250.00 for scholarships for the 2011/2012 school year. The continuing goal is to solicit support from the business community at large for scholarship funds, so that the PAC will no longer have to support scholarships. All funds collected are submitted to JHSS and a Scholarship Committee decides how the funds are allocated.
4. Music Department Presentation
Mr. Honeywell and Mr. Holmes were in attendance to update PAC on the growth of the JHSS Music Program. Band includes students from grade 8 to 12 and is comprised of Jazz Band, Concert Band, Blues and String ensembles. Choir includes students from grade 8 -12, with Choir Clubs as well as, after school choir as an X block.  There are 111 students participating in choir and 174 in the Band Programs. PAC was informed of the Music Departments goals for the 2011/2012 school year as well as request for funds.

5. Treasurer’s Report
A review of the preliminary budget brought forward at the June AGM took place. The 2011/2012 budget was passed with amendments.

6. Principal’s Report
Building Envelope Update: The repairs to the high school are set to complete September 23, 2011. Office renovations have been completed. Pressure washing of the building is yet to be completed. A tour of the competed construction will be given at the October PAC meeting.
School Update:

· The student calendar that was mailed out to all students in August was printed incorrectly. A new calendar is currently being printed and will be re-mailed to all students as soon as possible.
· The school is now equipped with a password protected Wi-Fi system.
· Staff is anxious to update the school website, however, SD36 will be implementing a new form of web design called ‘Sharepoint’ in April 2012. Currently Vice Principal Debbie Johnson is overseeing updating the current website and is hoping to keep it current until the new design is implemented.
· The current job action means Parent/Teacher Interviews will not be take place and report cards will not be issued. Please contact your child’s teacher if you have any concerns. The biggest hurdle thus far is the absence of communication between teachers and administration.
· Currently the fall sports being offered to students include soccer, volleyball, and aquatics. These are offered to boys only right now as there is a shortage of volunteer coaches for the girls sports. A call for parent volunteers will go out via the PAC email.
