Social Attitude test: measures along three dimensions:

Firstly, social opinions tend to fall predictably along a conservative/radical axis, which 

will be recognized by most people as the right-wing vs left-wing political axis.

Secondly, attitudes vary along a tough/tender axis, which appears to distinguish between 

realistic and pragmatic vs idealistic and trusting individuals

Thirdly, Eysenck found that economic opinions also cluster along a socialist/capitalist 

axis, which exposes a sympathies towards big business and the wealthy vs. sympathies 

towards governmental intervention and the poor.
