Course aims


This course is designated to optimize the study of the French language using the communicative approach developed in the ça commence ! and the Communiquête programs. In French 8, you will have opportunities to:

· Explore high-interest themes relevant to your interests.

· Communicate in French about personally meaningful topics.

· Enhance your knowledge and appreciation of the French culture and the various francophone countries or communities.

· Gain confidence in using French as an alternate means of communication and self-expression.

· Develop your mastery of one of the most spoken languages in the world and official language of Canada.
Course content

1. Review of Grade 6 and 7 French curriculum ( Cahier de révision, or CR ).

2. Exploring 4 themes from Textbook Communiquête 1. Each theme will be covered in approximately 4 weeks :
· Unité 1 “ Mosaique” : You will discover the 8 types of intelligence, identify your own learning style and partake in a multiple intelligence fair. 

· Unité 2 “ Entrepreneurs en herbe ! ” : You will have an opportunity to test  your entrepreneurial potential through developing a business plan to launch a new restaurant..

· Unité 5 “ Comsommaction” : You will learn how to become and advised consumer making well-thought buying choices. 
· Unité 6  “ Phénomènes canadiens” : You will explore several intriguing Canadian legends and create your own exciting story.
3.  Review for the final exam.

Materials required

· Textbook COMMUNIQUETE  1  (to be returned with the same number as when assigned or refunded if lost).

· Unit workbooks (cahiers)  handed out at the beginning of each unit.
· French-English dictionary  (pocket size).

Evaluation

· Your understanding of the new vocabulary and structures will be regularly assessed through weekly pop  quizzes ( Contrôles ).

· Your work habits will be checked through random and frequent homework checks (out of 4 points).

· The development of your listening and speaking skills will be evaluated through in-class pair activities and improvisations on given canvasses. 
· Your spontaneous participation will be an equally important element of appreciation and will be evaluated on random dates ( out of 5 marks).

· You will have the opportunity to display the personal signification of each theme through the completion of Unit Projects. 
Projects must be submitted on the due date. Unjustified lateness will result in marks deduction (-10% per day late).

· Lastly, a final exam will assess your overall achievement in the course.
