Principal‘s Message

 Canadian Parents for French – Surrey Chapter (CPF-Surrey) is pleased to 

announce that its seventh annual summer exchange trip between Surrey and Quebec City in 
July 2011 was a success!  Due to our partnership with SEVEC we were able to offer three 
weeks of activities, accommodation, meals and flights for a very reasonable price!  

 
CPF-Surrey is applying for another grant from SEVEC (Society for Educational Visits and 
Exchanges Canada (www.sevec.ca) for an eighth summer exchange to take place in 2012. 
Each Surrey student will be paired with a ―twin‖ from Quebec City. First the Quebec students 
stay in their Surrey twins’ home and work to strengthen their English speaking skills. In the 
second half Surrey students travel to Quebec, to stay in their twin’s home and practice 
communicating in French. This trip is a wonderful cultural experience for both French 
Immersion and Core French students and any student who wants to experience another 
region of our great country. 
 
The activities in 2012 will include 10 days of sight-seeing in the Lower Mainland including 
Grouse Mountain, kayaking, and a day in Victoria followed by 10 days of sight-seeing in 
Quebec City. Activities in Quebec include a visit to Montreal’s La Ronde Amusement Park, 
Valcartier-Waterpark and Old Quebec. The exchange will begin the last week of June and end 
in mid-July. The dates are yet to be confirmed but the cost will be $850 per student. 
 
We are encouraging Secondary Students in Grade 8-12 interested in participating in this 
reciprocal home-stay exchange program between Surrey and Quebec City to contact us as 
soon as possible in order to be put on our list. Note that the trip is limited to 26 students.

In addition to educating children, schools are expected to provide safe, supervised environments. Any cancellation, 
closure or delayed school opening has a significant impact on tens of thousands of families. Most cannot arrange 
alternate childcare when classes are cancelled or schools are closed unexpectedly. 

Consequently, schools will not routinely be closed due to snow or other weather conditions unless there is damage 
or other circumstances (e.g., power outage) at a particular school that makes it impossible to operate safely. No 
announcement will be made that schools are open; only cancellations, closures or delayed school 
openings will be announced.  

 The district supports individual and family decisions regarding safety. Student and staff safety are a 
priority of the school district. Parents/guardians have primary responsibility for their children's safe travel to 
school and staff members also decide if local conditions may be unsafe. If, for any reason, there are 
personal concerns about the ability to travel safely to school, other arrangements should be made.  It is 
understood some students travel to school on routes that may be challenging on a snow day. Therefore, no 
student will be penalized for lack of attendance because of such conditions. While schools are likely 
to be kept open, the decision to attend is the responsibility of each family.  Parents can phone or email 
the school to notify staff that the student won't be attending. Weather-related student absences will be 
excused.   

 Some schools may announce a delayed opening time.  The delayed opening time will be announced on 
the district website and through the media.  The delay would be to allow more time to address potential 
issues such as a power outage or staff access to the school. 

 The district will do its best to communicate the status of schools beginning at about 6:30 a.m., when 
possible. Weather, power, road and safety conditions can change substantially within a few hours, 
therefore assessments and decisions are made early in the morning so the information is more reliable. 

 Only closures or delayed school openings will be announced. No announcement will be made that 
schools are open as normal.  

Busing 

Regular and special needs school bus schedules may face significant changes or cancellation as a result of 
weather conditions.  Changes or cancellations will be reported on the district website and through news media

School parking and traffic safety 
 

The Surrey School District makes student safety a 
priority in school buildings and on school grounds, 
including parking lots. 
 
It is always a challenge for schools to balance the 
need for a convenient and intuitive traffic flow and 
parking pattern with the need to respect 
neighbours’ driveways, neighbourhood traffic, city 
bylaws—and the most important consideration—
student safety. 
 
The challenge is considerable when you are trying 
to accommodate a sudden rush of often hundreds 
of cars onto a one-block, or even half-block, street 
frontage. 
 
Considerable planning is put into each school’s 
specific traffic and parking circumstances; however 
student safety is the most important consideration, 
even if it causes some inconvenience to drivers. 
 
Therefore, it is important for the safety of your child 
and other students that parents and others who 
drop off or pick up students at school obey all 
posted signage and follow established traffic flow 
patterns.  
 
Many schools in the district have one-way 
driveways, restricted turn lanes and designated 
pick-up and drop-off areas designed to keep 
everyone safe.  Failing to observe the rules puts 
students as well as motorists at risk.  With pick-up 
and drop-off zones in particular, it’s imperative that 
drivers obey posted signs.  It’s inappropriate and 
dangerous to misuse these areas for even a few 
seconds. 
 
Some schools also have rules aimed at reducing 
harm to the environment, such as requiring 
motorists to turn off their vehicles while parked.  
 
Motorists who don’t respect the rules can expect a 
visit from a staff member, volunteer or student 
reminding them to comply. 
 

Tips for drivers 
 

 Drive only part way—or don’t drive at all!  Most 
students are usually well within walking 
distance of their school, so arrange a ―walking 
school bus‖ with other parents.  It’s healthier 
and green! 

 Think 30! A 30 km/h speed limit is in effect from 
8 a.m. to 5 p.m. in school zones. 

 Stop for school buses when their lights are 
flashing – it’s the law. 

 Children who are driven to school should exit 
the vehicle on the side closest to the curb or 
sidewalk. 

 Use caution when a vehicle in front of you stops 
as the driver may be yielding to a pedestrian 
crossing the street. 

 Always yield to pedestrians. 
 
 

Tips for students 
 

 Walk, don’t run across the street.  

 Before crossing the street, wait at the curb and 
make sure all vehicles have stopped. Look left 
and right, then over your shoulder for vehicles 
that may be turning. 

 Make eye contact with drivers before crossing 
at a crosswalk – it’s the best way to ensure they 
see you. 

 Don’t jaywalk. Drivers don’t expect to see 
pedestrians away from intersections and 
crosswalks, so pedestrians are even less likely 
to be seen. 

 Don’t wear headphones, talk on the phone, text 
or use handheld devices when crossing a 
street.

Keep Active and Keep Strong  
 
 

Back to school also means the start of organized activities and sports for many young people.   Children and youth 
need to take care of their bodies in order for them to have fun and perform optimally physically and in school. 

To help your child be at their best, provide support to: 

 
 Keep well hydrated throughout the day - water is needed for many basic functions in our bodies 

 Follow a healthy diet - Eat 3 meals and snacks every day, choosing foods from each of the 4 food groups  

 For most children, there is no need to supplement any nutrients if a balanced diet is followed 

 Make sure they get adequate sleep - school age kids need 8 – 10 hours per night 

 Be smoke-free, talk to your children about the dangers of smoking and ensure their environment is 
smoke-free. 

Be active – it is recommended that children have at least 30 minutes of activity everyday 
Role model healthy behaviors – after all, you have the most influence over your child’s health choices.
