SCHOOL FEES AND COST OF MATERIALS 
 

 
Parents and students are advised of the following school fees for the 2011/2012 school year.  The school will 

provide the basic materials and resources necessary for students to meet the learning outcomes for each course.  

Students will need to continue to provide their own supplies and equipment for their own personal use such as 

paper, writing tools, calculators, notebooks, gym attire and musical instruments.  Workbooks may be provided to 

students on loan or they may be purchased outright.   
 

Some courses such as textiles and woodwork provide students with the option of using different or better quality 

materials which they may bring from home or purchase from the school at cost. Some courses offer optional 

certifications or external examinations for which there are charges. If you wish to discuss the implications that 

these charges may have on your son or daughter, please contact Mr. P. Sarmento, Principal.

* Student athletes are charged on a per sport basis to a maximum of $80 in one school year. For example, if a 

student plays volleyball in the fall, they will pay $50 and then basketball in the winter, they will only pay $30 

(as they have reached the $80 cap) and if they also play badminton in the spring, the $30 fee is waived. 
 
** Fees for the Ice Hockey Team are separate from the athletic fees. The hockey program, organized by 

Surrey Parks & Rec., determines the cost on a year-to-year basis. The fees will be a minimum of $200. 

Subject to the program running.  

 
*** Please note that purchasing a workbook is optional. Students have the option to borrow a workbook and 

return it at the end of the semester as they would any other textbook. Students who choose to borrow a book 

may not write in the book and must return it in the same condition as it was issued or they will be charged 

for damages. 
 
Field Trips – unless otherwise specified, participation in field trips is optional and there will be a charge. 
 

 

STUDENT DEBTS 
 

Students will be assessed a cost for lost or damaged school property (books, lockers, jerseys, 

etc.). Charges are based on the replacement cost of the items. Students must return the same 

textbook loaned to them in order to receive credit and should, therefore, treat their books with 

care. 
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STUDENT ACTIVITY FEES 
 

All students are required to pay a student activity 

fee of $20.  Fees include use and rental of a lock 

and locker, a Go-card for student identification and 

ID for reduced fare on BC Transit as well as a 

school agenda. Please refer to the enclosed course 

fee sheet and your student timetable for any 

additional fees. Students must pay their student 

activity fee by cash or cheque plus any outstanding 

fees, in order to secure a locker.

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GRADUATION TRANSITIONS 

PROGRAM  
 

The Graduation Transitions Program (GTP) is 

designed to help and assist students make the 

transition from secondary school to post 

secondary or future endeavours. The program 

is introduced to students in Grade 10 through 

their Planning classes and culminates in their 

Grade 12 year. The GTP is a required 

component of the Graduation Program in 

British Columbia and is worth 4 credits. 

 

The Graduation Transitions Program 

Requirements are listed below: 

 

Healthy Living Plan 
 

 Students must complete 150 minutes of 

moderate to vigorous physical activity 

every week in grades 10, 11 and 12. 

 

 Students will complete a Declaration 

Form or submit a monthly log 

summarizing what has been done to meet 

the requirement.  

 

 Reflection Questions on healthy eating, 

the Canadian Food Guide and effective 

stress management.  

 

 Students will also track what they eat 

over a five (5) day period.  

 

 The component can be completed in 

grade 10, 11 or 12. Most students will 

complete the reflections in Planning 10.  
 

Community Connections 
 

 30 hours of Volunteer or Work 

Experience. 

 

 Reflection questions on Team, Personal 

Management and Fundamental 

Employability Skills.  

 

 This requirement can be completed in 

grade 10, 11 or 12.

 Transition Plan  

(short and long term goals) 

 Resume 

 Cover Letter 

 Financial Budget 

 Attributes of a BC Graduate Analysis 
 

Exit Interview or Presentation of their past 

present and future.  
 

Students will submit their Exit Interview 

and present their work to their interviewer. 
 

This component is introduced in Planning 

10 and must be revised and finalized in 

grade 12. Final work to be submitted at their 

Exit Interview. 
 

 

On Tuesday, April 3, 2012 all grade 12 

students graduating in June will have their 

Exit Interviews. On this day, students will 

submit their GTP booklet/folder and discuss 

their future plans, their health, financial 

plan, their work and/or volunteer experience 

and their high school career. Students will 

be interviewed by members of the staff, 

retired teachers, District personnel, the 

business community and other members of 

the local community. Upon the successful 

completion of the Exit Interview and of all 

paperwork associated with the GTP, 

students will receive their RM (Requirement 

Met) for their four mandatory credits on 

their final report card. 

 

Students who expect to graduate at the end 

of the first semester are required to 

complete their GTP work and submit work 

to the Grad Transitions Coordinator by 

Friday, December 9, 2011. Arrangements 

must be made for their Exit Interview before 

the end of January 2012.
